so that you can obtain the richness of what’s available to us here.

We are in the book of Proverbs, 

Translate Here:            

and we are seeing that if we store his commands in our heart,

that we’ll live a long and satisfying life.

And that we will find favor with God and with people.

Let’s expand on this a little bit today.

Verse 5 through 8 of Proverbs chapter 3,

It says, “Trust in the Lord with all your heart.

Do not depend upon your own understanding.”

Now the King James Version says, “Do not lean on your own understanding”.

“Seek his will in all you do 

Translate Here:            

and he will direct your path.”

King James says, “Lean not on your own understanding. 

Translate Here:            

In all your ways acknowledge him 

Translate Here:            
and he shall direct your paths”.

“Don’t be impressed with your own wisdom,

Translate Here:            

Instead, fear the Lord and turn your back on evil, 

Translate Here:            

then you will gain renewed health and vitality.”

Why are we going to the doctor all the time? 

Translate Here:            

Why are we sick? 

Translate Here:            
Maybe it is because we are leaning on our own understanding.

Maybe it is because we’re doing things our way.

Who was it? I believe it was Frank Sinatra 

Translate Here:            
Who sang a song entitled, “I’ll do it my way”.

They are so proud of themselves. 

Translate Here:    

They act like spoil children.

And they say, “I’m going to do it my way.”

Well, the Bible says, “Don’t do it your way.”

God says, “Do it my way.” God’s way!

It says, “Trust in the Lord with all your heart.

Lean not on your own understanding.

In all your ways acknowledge him,

and he shall direct thy path.”

Or after I have said a harsh word to her.

“in all thy ways…” 
Translate Here:            
Just how much into your life does Jesus want to get? 

Translate Here:            
How much does he want to have a hold of and be the Lord over?  

Translate Here:            
How much are you willing to give him lordship over? 

Translate Here:            
How involved with Jesus would you like to be?  

Translate Here:            
The way to get involved is by trusting in the Lord,

Translate Here:            

and leaning not on your own understanding, 

Translate Here:            

Don’t depend on your own understanding.  

Translate Here:            
In all your ways acknowledge him.  

Translate Here:            
You know, my wife practices acknowledging Jesus.
Translate Here:            
It’s amazing she’ll go into town 

Translate Here:            

and be late for an appointment and need a parking place. 

Translate Here:            
And she’ll say Lord, I want you to know, 

Translate Here:            

that I understand that you are involved in everything about my life.

You know that I am supposed to be at this meeting at 10 o’clock.

And you know if I park in that parking lot over there, 

Translate Here:            

it takes 5 minutes to walk over here.

I’m just not going to make it. 

Translate Here:            
I’m depending on you in the name of Jesus.

Translate Here:            
I receive from you a parking space at a convenient location.

And bam! Right downtown where it shouldn’t happen,

Translate Here:            

a parking spot pops open right in front of the door she has to go in to.  

Translate Here:            
Because she is acknowledging him in all her ways.

My mother-in-law is a blessed saint of God, 

Translate Here:            
She lost her favorite knife, 

Translate Here:            

the one she uses to peel apples when she is canning them.

Translate Here:            
Everybody needs a godly grandmother in the house 

Translate Here:            

that can sit down and peel bushels of apples, 
Translate Here:            

and cut them up, 

Translate Here:            

put them in jars and store them for the winter.

Translate Here:            
Well, I have got that wonderful Godly person, 

Translate Here:            

my mother-in-law living in the house, and she lost her knife. 

Translate Here:            
So she said, “Jesus, I have lost my knife. 

Translate Here:            
Show me where my knife is.”

Translate Here:            
She went to the garden, 

Translate Here:            

And turned over some of lettuce that had gone to seed, 

Translate Here:             

There was her little knife 

Translate Here:            

She had been using her knife to pick things in the garden. 

Translate Here:            
She acknowledged Jesus in all of her ways, 

Translate Here:            

down to the detail of that little knife.  

Translate Here:            
If Jesus is concerned about the parking place and the knife, 

Translate Here:            

he is certainly concerned about the job that you have. 

Translate Here:            
He is certainly concerned about that bill that needs to be paid. 

Translate Here:            
We are talking here in the book of Proverbs 

Translate Here:            

about living a long and satisfying life.  

Translate Here:            
If you have been with us, since we started this study, 
Translate Here:            

that was one of the promises in Proverbs chapter 1, 

Translate Here:            

that if you would get wisdom, you’d have a long a satisfying life. 

Translate Here:            
It said we’d live in peace and safety, unafraid. 

Translate Here:            

Can you imagine living a life free from worry. 

Translate Here:            
I believe that there is somebody out there that’s worried, 

Translate Here:            

someone that’s listening right now is overcome with worry. 

Translate Here:            
Why are you worried?  

Translate Here:            

It’s because you are not trusting God. 
Translate Here:            
Worry is really fear.

Translate Here:            

The opposite of fear is faith.

Translate Here:            
If you were trusting God, 

Translate Here:            
you would not be filled with that worry.  

Translate Here:            
I am not saying that your circumstances are going to go away. 

Translate Here:            
Whatever your circumstances are, 

Translate Here:            

those are your circumstances. 

Translate Here:            
That bill is unpaid. 
Translate Here:            
That doctor’s report is clearly written out;

Translate Here:            

A close family member is very sick. 

Translate Here:            
What we are dealing with here, is not the circumstance, 

Translate Here:            

but the attitude of your heart.

Translate Here:            
Living in peace and safety unafraid, 

Translate Here:            

the absence of fear comes through trusting in God. 

Translate Here:            
Proverbs chapter 3 verse 5,

Translate Here:            
“Trust in the Lord with all your heart.” 

Translate Here:            
Why can we trust in God?

Translate Here:            
Why that seems like a foolish thing to do.

Translate Here:            
Everything’s unraveling all about us. 

Translate Here:            

We are at our wit’s end. 

Translate Here:            
How can we trust God when all of these circumstances seem very bad?

Translate Here:            
If we have been storing up the word of God in our heart,

Translate Here:            
if we have been keeping his command,

Translate Here:            
if we had been allowing the Holy Spirit to bring things to our remembrance, 
Translate Here:            

then we’d have peace and victory.

Let’s go to the Old Testament. 

Translate Here:            
There were whole nation of Israel, 

Translate Here:            

The Egyptian Pharaoh had them backed against the Red Sea.

Pharaoh’s army was pounding down on them with chariots, 

Translate Here:            

and they were defenseless and ready to die. 

Translate Here:            
What a time to worry. 

Translate Here:            

They had a legitimate right to worry, 

Translate Here:            

but Moses trusted God.

God manifested a fire that blinded the Egyptians and warmed the Israelites.

God stopped them dead in their tracks. 

Translate Here:            
Sure, they were racing towards them on horses, 

Translate Here:            

but God stopped them dead in their tracks.

Is this only for Bible stories? 

Translate Here:            
Is this only for Sunday School? 

Translate Here:            
No, no, saints of God, brothers and sisters in Christ, 

Translate Here:            
I can tell you, that over and over again 

Translate Here:            
when pressures of life were getting ready to crush me, 

Translate Here:            
God set up a well of defense and protected me. 

Translate Here:            
And kept back the fiery darts of the devil, 

Translate Here:            
and only allowed the ones that needed to get through.

Translate Here:            
You know he promised to all of our needs 

Translate Here:            
according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus. 

Translate Here:            
Let’s say you got a little bit proud of your spirituality.  

Translate Here:            
Well, he resists the proud.

Translate Here:            
That pride is just a hole in your armor, 

Translate Here:            
and bam, a few of those fiery darts get through.

Translate Here:            
 He humbles you. That’s all right. That’s good for your. 

Translate Here:            
You needed that to happen. 

Translate Here:            
But, what you really need to do, is to trust in the Lord 

Translate Here:            
Trust with all your heart, and don’t lean on your own understanding.

In all your ways, acknowledge him, 

Translate Here:            
and he will direct thy path.

When you awake, it says in Proverbs chapter 6, 

Translate Here:            
this word of the Lord, this commandment of God, will talk to thee.

He will guide you. 

Translate Here:            
He will be in your face showing you what to do,

Translate Here:            
when to do it, why to do it, where to do it. 
Translate Here:            
He is the living God. He is the Savior. 

Translate Here:            
Praise the Lord. Praise the Lord. 

Translate Here:            
Don’t be impressed with your own wisdom. 

Translate Here:            
Instead, fear the Lord and turn your back on evil. 

Translate Here:            
Then you will gain renewed health and vitality. 

Translate Here:            
I know that most of us don’t think of ourselves as being impressed with our own wisdom. 

Translate Here:            
But we can sure spot it in somebody else.

Translate Here:            
I’ll tell you, that person is uppity. 

Translate Here:            
That person is self-righteous. 

Translate Here:            
That person thinks they know everything. 

Translate Here:            
That person thinks they have all the answers. 

Translate Here:            
Why, I can see it in him. 

Translate Here:            
He is 0bviously one of those people. 

Translate Here:            
Well, I want you to know that if you are seeing it in other people, 

Translate Here:            
chances are you have got it yourself, 

Translate Here:            
because the things that we can see the most clearly 

Translate Here:            
are the things that we are most familiar with ourselves. 

Translate Here:            
A drug addict can always spot another drug addict. 

Translate Here:            
A man that it running around on his wife, 

Translate Here:            
can see another man that is running around on his wife. 

Translate Here:            
An alcoholic can spot an alcoholic across the room. 

Translate Here:            
Those things that you do, you are most sensitive to, 

Translate Here:            
and if you see someone that seems to have all the answers, 

Translate Here:            
chances are it is because you are one of those people too.

Translate Here:            
Many times you think you have all the answers. 

Translate Here:            
But the Scripture warns us against it. 

Translate Here:            
It says, don’t be impressed with your own wisdom. 

Translate Here:            
David at one point in the Psalms says 

Translate Here:            
that he was like a child, weaned from its mother’s breast. 

Translate Here:            
That means we can eat food like meat and potatoes. 

Translate Here:            
That means that our bodies are mature enough to digest those foods. 

Translate Here:            
We don’t need baby food any longer. 

Translate Here:            
We are old enough not to need our mother’s breast milk. 

Translate Here:            
That speaks of our being able to hear and obey God’s word.

Translate Here:            
In John 4:34, Jesus said, “My meat is to do the will of him that sent me”.

Translate Here:            
As a man, Jesus gave us the example of himself to follow.

Translate Here:            
He could hear his Father’s voice.

Translate Here:            
We too can hear his voice.

Translate Here:            
But we need to study his commandments to know what to listen for.

Translate Here:            
By his commandments and by his word, he leads us.

Translate Here:            
“When you go, it shall lead you. 

Translate Here:            
When you sleep, it shall keep you. 

Translate Here:            
When you awake, it shall talk to you. 

Translate Here:            
The commandment is a lamp and the law is light. Alleluia. 

Translate Here:            
And reproofs of instruction are the way of life.” 

Translate Here:            
We have a wonderful thing here, this word of God.  

Translate Here:            
Let’s not neglect listening and applying it to our lives.

Let’s be king’s kids. 

Translate Here:            
Let’s go back to the qualifications of the king. 

Translate Here:            
Remember Deuteronomy chapter 17, 

Translate Here:            
“When he sits on the throne as a king, 

Translate Here:            
he must copy these laws on a scroll for himself 

Translate Here:            
in the presence of the Levitical priests. 

Translate Here:            
He must always keep this copy of the law with him 

Translate Here:            
and read it daily as long as he lives.”
