The book of Proverbs is very practical and

It is filled with some very high and lofty ideals.

Last week we were talking about some very practical things. 

Translate here:    

“Flee evil.” What a message! What a message! 

Translate here:    

Anger, jealousy, strife, harsh words, bad language; flee them.!

Translate here:    

That is a very practical thing to do, 

Translate here:     

But there is something that we need 

Translate here:     

In order to enable us to flee evil. 

Translate here:    

We can’t do it in our own strength. 

Translate here:     

We need help. 

Translate here:    

We need the spirit of the Lord upon our lives, 

Translate here:     

energizing us and giving us supernatural abilities.

Translate here:    

Today we are going to talk again about getting wisdom. 

Translate here:    

Now, when we say “get wisdom” some people think, 

Translate here:     

“well I can’t get wisdom.” 

Translate here:    

“You know I didn’t go to school. 

Translate here:     

I don’t read very well. 
Translate here:     

I don’t understand when people use big words.

Translate here:    

How can I be someone that can get wisdom?”

Translate here:    

I hope before we are finished today 

Translate here:     

you’ll see that this wisdom, that you are called upon to get 

Translate here:     

isn’t dependent upon your education or even your intelligence. 

Translate here:    

It has nothing to do with IQ (Intelligence Quotient). 

Translate here:     

It has nothing to do with how far you went in school 

Translate here:     

or what grades you received. 

Translate here:    

We want to see that the wisdom that you are to get 

Translate here:     

is the wisdom that comes when the spirit of the Lord lives within you.  

Translate here:    

It’s the spirit of the Lord.  

Translate here:    

I am going to start with this 

Translate here:     

and I am going to finish with this. 

Translate here:    

We are talking about Jesus. 

Translate here:    

He said this about himself. 

Translate here:    

He said the spirit of the Lord is upon me. 

Translate here:    

He was quoting the word from Isaiah in chapter 11 verses 2 and 3. 

Translate here:    

Isaiah prophesied, “And the spirit of the Lord will rest on him, 

Translate here:     

the spirit of wisdom and understanding, 

Translate here:     

the spirit of council and might, 

Translate here:     

the spirit of knowledge and fear of the Lord. 

Translate here:    

He will delight in obeying the Lord. 

Translate here:    

He will never judge by appearance, false evidence or hearsay. 

Translate here:    

Now let’s understand this. 

Translate here:     

The wisdom that Proverbs asked us to get is not the wisdom of the world. 

Translate here:    

It’s God’s wisdom; God’s wisdom. 

Translate here:     

It’s a spiritual manifestation. 

Translate here:    

When you have Jesus, when you are born again, 

Translate here:     

when Christ is in your life, 

Translate here:     

you have access to wisdom. 

Translate here:    

Now, you have it, but you still have some things you have to do. 

Translate here:    

You have to bring forth the wisdom that God has placed into you. 

Translate here:    

I just want to encourage you.

Translate here:     

It’s a spiritual thing, this wisdom. (AND) 

Translate here:    

If you know Jesus, then there is wisdom that should be coming forth in your life. 

Translate here:    

Why? Well, we looked at this yesterday, 

Translate here:     

but in Proverbs chapter 3 verse 19, 

Translate here:     

it says by wisdom the Lord founded the earth. 

Translate here:    

By understanding he established the heavens. 

Translate here:     

By his knowledge, the deep fountains of the earth burst forth 

Translate here:     

and clouds poured down rain. 

Translate here:    

Of course, you can’t graduate from Yale (University)

Translate here:     

 and figure out how to get the clouds to pour down rain. 

Translate here:    

Spiritual wisdom is far higher than man’s wisdom, earthly wisdom.  

Translate here:    

The commandment in Proverbs chapter 3 is this, 

Translate here:    

My child, don’t lose sight of good planning and insight. 
Translate here:     

Hang onto them, 

Translate here:     

for they will fill your life with honor and respect. 

Translate here:    

It says in the King James Version, 

Translate here:     

that they will be life unto your soul, 

Translate here:     

and grace to your neck. 

Translate here:    

There is another place in Proverbs 

Translate here:     

where it says wisdom will actually increase the number of hours in your day. 

Translate here:    

Some people think they don’t have enough hours in the day to get things done. 

Translate here:    

There are only 24 hours in the day. 

Translate here:     

If you have wisdom 

Translate here:     

and God has called you to accomplish 40 hours of work in 24 hours, 

Translate here:     

you can do it, because the smart man gets it done. 

Translate here:    

The wise man, the man who is walking in God’s wisdom, 

Translate here:     

even the hours of his day are expanded. 

Translate here:     

The days of his life are longer. 

Translate here:    

He lives a full and useful life. Alleluia. 

Translate here:     

So we should be encouraged to get wisdom. 

Translate here:    

I want to show that this wisdom is not man’s wisdom. 

Translate here:    

It’s a high thing. It’s a lofty thing. 

Translate here:    

Last week we were talking about the grime details of fleeing evil. 

Translate here:    

But today we are talking about this high and lofty thing, this wisdom. 

Translate here:    

It says by wisdom the Lord founded the earth. 

Translate here:    

I have promised you to keep focused 

Translate here:     

Focused on how the writer of Proverbs sees forward to the gospels, 

Translate here:     

Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. 

Translate here:    

Listen as I read in John chapter 1 verse 1: 

Translate here:    

It says, “In the beginning the word already existed. 

Translate here:     

The word, he was with God and he was God.” 

Translate here:    

We are talking about Jesus here. 

Translate here:    

“He was in the beginning with God. 

Translate here:     

He created everything there is. 

Translate here:     

Nothing exists that he did not make.”  

Translate here:    

The writer of Proverbs knew that Jesus was going to create everything on the earth. 

Translate here:     

And he knew how he was going to do it. 

Translate here:    

He was going to do it by wisdom. 

Translate here:    

Proverbs 3:19, “By wisdom, the Lord founded the earth.” 

Translate here:    

Then John tells us, “He created everything there is” 

Translate here:    

In verse 3, “Nothing exists that he did not make.” 

Translate here:    

The writer of Proverbs knew this. John discovered it. 

Translate here:    

Apostle Paul writing to the Corinthians, in chapter 8, said 

Translate here:     

there is only one Lord, Jesus Christ, 

Translate here:     

through whom made God made everything, 

Translate here:     

and through whom we have been given life. 

Translate here:    

Here it is again acknowledging that Jesus made everything. 

Translate here:    

The writer of Proverbs knew that he made it by wisdom. 

Translate here:    

Again Paul writing to the Colossians said,  

Translate here:     

“Christ is the one through whom God created everything in the heaven and earth. 

Translate here:    

He made the things we can see and the things we can’t see. 

Translate here:    

Kings, kingdoms, rulers and authorities. 

Translate here:    

Everything has been created through him 

Translate here:     

and for him by spiritual wisdom, God created everything. 

Translate here:    

When you get Jesus, you gain access to this Spiritual wisdom. 

Translate here:    

This wisdom is so high, so lofty, 

Translate here:     

it is so beyond  man’s wisdom, that it is difficult to even discuss it. 

Translate here:    

When you have God’s wisdom – the Holy Spirit – 

Translate here:     

functioning in your life, you make wise decisions. 

Translate here:    

You do the right thing, 

Translate here:     

if you are living in obedience to him, 

Translate here:     

if you are doing what we talked about recently – 

Translate here:     

acknowledging the Lord in all your ways. 

Translate here:    

Acknowledge him, and he shall, 

Translate here:     

shall I say it,  wisely direct your path, 

Translate here:     

by wisdom, by spiritual wisdom, by God’s wisdom, 

Translate here:     

because by wisdom, the Lord founded the earth. 

Translate here:    

Now, let’s contrast this with human wisdom. 

Translate here:    

First Corinthians 1:19, Paul writes, 

Translate here:     

“As the scriptures say I will destroy human wisdom 
Translate here:     

and discard their most brilliant ideas. 

Translate here:    

So where does this leave the philosophers, the scholars and the world’s brilliant debaters?” 

Translate here:    

I am still reading, by the way, from the Living Bible right now. 

Translate here:    

Verse 20, First Corinthians chapter 1. 

Translate here:     

So where does this leave the philosophers, 

Translate here:     

the scholars and the world’s brilliant debaters? 

Translate here:    

God has made them all look foolish, 

Translate here:     

and has shone their wisdom to be useless nonsense. 

Translate here:    

Since God in his wisdom saw to it that the world would never find him through human wisdom, 

Translate here:     

he has used our foolish preaching to save all who believe.” 

Translate here:    

There’s our answer. 

Translate here:     

There we have it. 

Translate here:    

The Lord is comparing human wisdom with spiritual wisdom. 

Translate here:    

I really am impressed by this little phrase right here, when it said in Colossians, 

Translate here:     

“He made the things that we can see and the things that we can’t see.” 

Translate here:    

Let’s just think about that for just a minute, 

Translate here:     

while we are glorifying the wisdom of God. 

Translate here:    

Our body is  composed of cells, molecules, little electrons that run around in there, 

Translate here:     

and they have discovered this thing called DNA. 

Translate here:    

DNA isn’t just used to catch criminals. 

Translate here:     

It’s the very fingerprint of life. 

Translate here:    

It is the information stored in very cell of our body, telling us who we are. 

Translate here:    

Now we can see this DNA, and in fact when they study DNA 

Translate here:     

they are only really looking at their ideas regarding it. 

Translate here:    

They really can’t see beyond certain information that they have, 

Translate here:     

what makes it all work. 

Translate here:    

So here we are in the little things, that we can’t see, discovering profound wisdom. 

Translate here:    

“There was not anything made that he did not make” 
Translate here:     

and “he founded the earth by wisdom.” 

Translate here:    

Then look up past that Hubble Space Telescope. 

Translate here:    

You know, it just stopped working the other day, if any of you are keeping track of that. 

Translate here:    

That Hubble Space Telescope, because it’s a satellite that is launched outside the atmosphere, 

Translate here:     

It can see further into the universe, 
Translate here:     

than any man has ever been able to see before. 

Translate here:    

Even though they can see as far as they can see, 

Translate here:     

there still are things out there that they can’t see. 

Translate here:    

Guess what? 

Translate here:    

Jesus made those things by his wisdom, by spiritual wisdom. 

Translate here:    

He wants to impart to us spiritual wisdom. 

Translate here:     

He tells us to get wisdom. 

Translate here:    

If we can get hooked into spiritual wisdom, it will be health to our bodies. 

Translate here:    

The scripture says, it will cause the days of our life to be long.  

Translate here:    

And there will be peace and grace; grace in our lives. 

Translate here:    

It will prevent us, as we were looking yesterday, I don’t think that I did justice to it, 

Translate here:     

but it says that when you have this wisdom and justice, 

Translate here:     

you don’t have to be afraid. 

Translate here:    

You know the guy that is in control. 

Translate here:     

What’s there to fear if you know the king of kings, 

Translate here:     

if you know the man that’s in charge, 

Translate here:     

and you know that all things work together for good for those that love 

Translate here:     

and are called according to his purpose. 

Translate here:    

Getting this wisdom, getting this spiritual wisdom is essential. 
Translate here:     

As we continue the study of the book of Proverbs, 

Translate here:     

over and over again we are going to be saying, 

Translate here:     

“Get wisdom, get wisdom.” 

Translate here:    

I can’t leave this subject without referring to something we discussed recently. 

Translate here:    

How do you get wisdom? 

Translate here:    

By obedience. 

Translate here:    

When God speaks to you, you obey what he tells you to do 

Translate here:     

and then he gives you more wisdom. 

Translate here:
