Yesterday we talked about fleeing the immoral woman, from chapter 5 of Proverbs.

We talked about loving your wife. . 

Translate here:   

We talked about sanctifying her 

Translate here:   

and setting her apart with the washing of the water of the word. . 

Translate here:   

Today we are going to go on into Proverbs chapter 6. . 

Translate here:   

We are going to talk about borrowing and lending. 

Translate here:   

We will mention co-signing a note for somebody who is borrowing money.

Translate here:   

Isn’t it interesting how practical this book of Proverbs is?  

Translate here:   

Yesterday I asked men to read the word of God to their wives. 

Translate here:   

To some, that may have sounded like a foreign concept. 

Translate here:   

There are many men that have never read the word of God to their wives . 

Translate here:   

Most of you are aware of the fact, if you have been listening to me very long, 

Translate here:   

that I preach and teach quite a bit from the New Living Testament. 

Translate here:   

I do it because it talks in language that we can understand. 

Translate here:   

It simplifies the word of God. . 

Translate here:   

It speaks the Word of God in our heart language. . 

Translate here:   

Since the Bible was originally written in Greek and Hebrew, 

Translate here:   

everyone that does not speak Greek and Hebrew must read from a translation.

Translate here:   

Your should use a translation of the Bible in the language you speak,

Translate here:   

One that speaks to your heart.

Translate here:   

Then, men, read one chapter out of the book of Proverbs every day to your wife. 

Translate here:   

You don’t have to do any more than that. 

Translate here:   

Simply make a deal with yourself to beautify your wife.

 Read to her a chapter every day out of the book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

It won’t take but maybe 10 minutes. . Do it for a month.

Translate here:   

What a powerful effect it will have on your home life. 

Translate here:   

What a powerful effect it will have on your spiritual life. 

Translate here:   

Bring Christ, via the word of God, into the center of your household on a daily basis. 

Translate here:   

Along the way you will be getting a lot of practical information. 

Translate here:   

You will learn things such as we are going to learn this morning 

Translate here:   

about how to handle the borrowing of money and the co-signing of notes. 

Translate here:   

You will be inspired to gain more wisdom. 

Translate here:   

You will be reminded not to look when that immoral woman walks by. 

Translate here:   

I strongly recommend it. This is a powerful suggestion. 

Translate here:   

I believe this is the spirit of the Lord speaking to you listening today. 

Translate here:   

Read to your wife. Wash her. Wash her on a daily basis. 

Translate here:

Read to her just one chapter of the book of Proverbs for 1 month. 

Translate here:   

Moving on into Proverbs chapter 6, we are going to find interesting things today.

Translate here:   

For the first time since we have started this study, 

Translate here:   

we are going to find a contradiction between the book of Proverbs and the Gospels. 

Translate here:   

It has been our goal to see how the book of Proverbs looks forward to Jesus,

Translate here:   

how Proverbs relates to the story of His life as recorded in Matthew, Mark, Luke and John. 

Translate here:   

On this issue of borrowing and lending, 

Translate here:   

we are going to find some distinct differences between the Old Testament and the New Testament. 

Translate here:   

I’ll tell you what the difference is before we read it, 

Translate here:   

so that you can understand it when we get to it. 

Translate here:   

In the Old Testament in the book of Proverbs, it warns against co-signing a note. 

Translate here:   

It says it is like you are being snared in a trap 

Translate here:   

and you are going to lose something. 

Translate here:   

But Jesus’ instructions in Luke chapter 6 have this to say about lending: 

Translate here:   

lend in such a way that you don’t care whether you get it back or not. 

Translate here:   

Now that is the main difference between the gospels and Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

One of them says don’t lend and you won’t lose. 

Translate here:   

But in the gospels, as we are about to see, 

Translate here:   

there is a commandment to lend without being concerned about whether you lose it or not. 

Translate here:   

Having said that, let’s read Proverbs chapter 6, verses 1 through 6. 

Translate here:   

“My son, if you co-sign a loan for a friend 

Translate here:   

or guarantee the debt of someone you hardly know, 

Translate here:   

you have trapped yourself by your agreement…. 

Translate here:   

You are caught by what you said. 

Translate here:   

Quick! Get out of it, if you possibly can. 

Translate here:   

You have placed yourself at your friend’s mercy. 

Translate here:   

Now swallow your pride. 

Translate here:   

Go beg to have your name erased. 

Translate here:   

Don’t put it off. Do it now. 

Translate here:   

Don’t rest until you do it. 

Translate here:   

Save yourself like a deer escaping from a hunter, like a bird fleeing from a nest.” 

Translate here:   

This is a very clear instruction about co-signing notes. 

Translate here:   

Most of us know about co-signing notes. 

Translate here:   

I know about it. 

Translate here:   

I have been in situations where I needed to borrow some money, 

Translate here:   

but I didn’t have good enough credit. 

Translate here:   

I didn’t have enough assets to borrow against. 

Translate here:   

So I went to a friend and said. “Would you co-sign a note.” 

Translate here:   

When you do that the bank determines that if the person borrowing doesn’t pay their debt,

Translate here:   

then the person that co-signed it has enough assets. 

Translate here:   

So the bank will go to him and get the money from him. 

Translate here:   

In the book of Proverbs it’s warning against co-signing a note for a friend or for anybody else. 

Translate here:   

It is saying if you do it, you are probably going to lose.

Translate here:   

There is a good chance you are going to lose that money to that person who borrowed.

Translate here:   

It says you have trapped yourself by your agreement. 

Translate here:   

Quick! Get out if you possibly can. 

Translate here:   

The better thing to do, is don’t do it to start with, 

Translate here:   

but if you have done it, go get out. 

Translate here:   

Clearly this instruction will protect your assets, 

Translate here:   

but let’s look at what Jesus has to say about it in Luke chapter 6. 

Translate here:   

In verse 34, Jesus says, 

Translate here:   

“If you lend money only to those who can repay you, what good is that. 

Translate here:   

Even sinners will lend to their own kind for a full return. 

Translate here:   

Love your enemies. Do good to them. 

Translate here:   

Lend to them, and don’t be concerned that they might not repay.

Translate here:   

Then your reward from heaven will be very great, 

Translate here:   

and you will truly be acting as children of the Most High.

Translate here:   

He is kind to the unthankful, to those who are wicked. 

Translate here:   

You must be compassionate just as your Father is compassionate. 

Translate here:   

Jesus is describing the mercy of God, the love of God. 

Translate here:   

God even loves the wicked. 

Translate here:   

He sent His Son Jesus to die on the cross for wicked people such as myself. 

Translate here:   

He had compassion on the uncompassionate.

Translate here:   

And then Jesus, as He often does, he raises the stakes even higher.

Translate here:   

In the book of Proverbs, it warns us against lending because we might lose our money. 

Translate here:   

But Jesus says, lend and don’t worry about whether you are going to lose it or not. 

Translate here:   

If you think about it, you might just as well give your money to someone rather than lend it.

Translate here:   

As a matter of fact I have used that principle in my life. 

Translate here:   

I have had a situation where a brother is constantly interested in borrowing from me.

Translate here:   

The interesting thing is that he has never paid it back. 

Translate here:   

So, after having loaned to him over and over again, 

Translate here:   

I followed the scripture that says lend to them 

Translate here:   

and don’t be concerned that they might not repay.

Translate here:   

I did that many times. 

Translate here:   

Then the Lord spoke clearly and said, 

Translate here:   

“Look, what you are doing is you are putting your friend in a bad predicament.

Translate here:   

Now, his conscience is going to bother him 

Translate here:   

over the fact that he has not been able to repay you. 

Translate here:   

There is an even higher way to go.

Translate here:   

The next time my friend asked to borrow money from me, I said,

Translate here:   

“I am not going to lend you any more money. 

Translate here:   

If I lend you money and you don’t pay me back, 

Translate here:   

then I know that it bothers you. 

Translate here:   

I have got a better idea. 

Translate here:   

Instead of lending you this money, I am just going to give it to you. 

Translate here:   

Then your conscience won’t have to bother you any more. 

Translate here:   

That’s a higher way. It’s a better way. Praise the Lord. . 

Translate here:   

There are other injunctions against loaning money in the book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:   

It is very unwise to loan money to a family member. 

Translate here:   

If you have a brother that wants to borrow money from you, 

Translate here:   

or a sister who wants to borrow money from you. Don’t do it. 

Translate here:   

Now, Jesus just said in Luke chapter 6, lend.

Translate here:   

It says lend. Love your enemies. 

Translate here:   

Do good to them. Lend to them.

Translate here:   

I tell you, your brother or your sister is not your enemy. 

Translate here:   

They are your friends. Don’t lend to them. 

Translate here:   

Just give it to them. 

Translate here:   

If they need money and you have the ability to give to them, give it to them. 

Translate here:   

If you lend it to them, your whole relationship is going to change. 

Translate here:   

This is especially true if it comes to a situation where they can’t pay you back. 

Translate here:   

You will be going to go to a church meeting on Sunday afternoon 

Translate here:   

and they are going to sit a little bit further away. 

Translate here:   

You will be going to go to that family reunion 

Translate here:   

and they are not going to come and sit at the same table. 

Translate here:   

They are going to feel guilty about the fact that they couldn’t pay you 

Translate here:   

and their guilt will make them avoid you.

Translate here:   

Had you just given it to them, had you simply just exchanged love back and forth between each other, 

Translate here:   

then there would have been nothing separating you from that family member.

Translate here:   

What better thing can you do but to give?

Translate here:   

The scripture says to give graciously.

Translate here:   

Of course if it is an amount too large for you to give,

Translate here:   

Then you don’t have to give it.

Translate here:   

God isn’t asking you to give too much.

Translate here:   

Nor do you need to give every time someone asks you. 

Translate here:   

You need to be sensitive to God’s leading in this matter.

Translate here:   

But remember, those that give receive.

Translate here:   

There is a higher interest paid when you give, than when you lend. 

Translate here:   

When you lend, you might get 5%, 10%, or 15% in interest on your loan.

Translate here:   

But, when you give, it comes back to you a 100 fold over, pressed down, running over. Alleluia! 

Translate here:   

So it is my recommendation to give.

Translate here:   

Looking further into the subject, in Matthew 18…. 

Translate here:   

Jesus compares the issue of lending and borrowing to the business of forgiving. 

Translate here:   

He tells a story and says the kingdom of heaven can be compared to a king, 

Translate here:   

who decided to bring his accounts up to date. 

Translate here:   

In the process, one of his debtors was brought in who owed him millions of dollars. 

Translate here:   

He couldn’t repay, 

Translate here:   

So the king ordered his wife, children and everything he had to be sold to pay to debt.

Translate here:   

But, the man fell before the king, and begged him,  

Translate here:   

“Oh, sir, be patient with me and I will pay it all.” 

Translate here:   

Then the king was filled with pity for him, 

Translate here:   

and released him and forgave the debt.

Translate here:   

This king is a type of King Jesus who forgives.

Translate here:   

But, when the man left the king, he went to a fellow servant who owed him a few thousand dollars, 

Translate here:   

and he grabbed him by the throat and he demanded instant payment. 

Translate here:   

His fellow servant fell down before him and begged for a little more time.

Translate here:   

“Be patient and I will pay it,” he pleaded, but his creditor wouldn’t wait. 

Translate here:   

He had the man arrested and jailed until the debt could be paid in full.

Translate here:   

When some of the other servants saw this, they were very upset.

Translate here:   

They went to the king and they told him what had happened.

Translate here:   

Then the king called in the man, he had forgiven and he said,

Translate here:   

“You evil servant! I forgave you that tremendous debt, because you pleaded with me. 

Translate here:   

Shouldn’t you have mercy on your fellow servant, just as I had mercy on you?” 

Translate here:   

Then the angry king sent the man to prison, until he had paid every penny.

Translate here:   

That is what your heavenly Father will do to you, 

Translate here:   

if you refuse to forgive your brothers and sisters in your heart. 

Translate here:   

This is a very, very interesting story. 

Translate here:   

This is Jesus talking about forgiving.

Translate here:   

The Apostle Paul undoubtedly heard this or read about it, 

Translate here:   

because he wasn’t actually there when Jesus told this story. 

Translate here:   

Paul writes that we are to owe no man except that we have love one for another.

Translate here:   

So you see, even this business of borrowing and lending has spiritual significance. 

Translate here:   

Perhaps a brother will ask you to loan him money today. 

Translate here:   

What will you do?

Translate here:   

I hope you will remember Jesus’ teachings, 

Translate here:   

And seek the Lord about it and make the right decision.

Translate here:
