and we can speak to one another in psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs, 

Translate here:    

That one thought alone, can keep the devil a million miles away, 

Translate here:    

because he can’t stand to hear those psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. 

Translate here:    

He can’t stand it when we speak the truth in love; 

Translate here:    

when we speak life to one another. 

Translate here:    

We build one another up with our tongue. 

Translate here:    

The devil will go to another room or to another city. 

Translate here:    

He will leave the country, 

Translate here:    

because it bothers him so greatly 

Translate here:    

to see Christians following the commandments of the Lord. 

Translate here:    

We saw yesterday also that violence covers the mouth of a wicked man. 

Translate here:    

The way that violence covers the mouth of a wicked man,,,

Translate here:    

is found in the next verse of Proverbs chapter 10 verse 12. 

Translate here:    

It says, “Hatred stirs up strife, but love covers all sins.” 

Translate here:    

We are going to focus on love covering all sins, 

Translate here:    

but let’s first think about hatred stirring up strife. 

Translate here:    

Violence covers the mouth of the wicked man. 

Translate here:    

We will look at what we need to stay away from 

Translate here:    

before we look more closely at what we are called to do. 

Translate here:    

What we are called to do, is have a righteous mouth. 

Translate here:    

It is a well of life. 

Translate here:    

Spring up a well within my soul. Alleluia! 

Translate here:    

That is what we want. That is what I am preaching. 

Translate here:    

That is what we are hoping for. 

Translate here:    

But the fact of the matter is that there are violent men, 

Translate here:    

Whose violent mouths and hatred stir up strife. 

Translate here:    

This concept is found over and over again in the book of Proverbs. 

Translate here:    

This won’t be the only time that we discuss this. 

Translate here:    

This won’t be the only time that I read this verse. 

Translate here:    

We will repeat it again when we get to Proverbs 17. 

Translate here:    

At that point, we will come back to Proverbs 10.  

Translate here:    

Listen to Proverbs 17:19. 

Translate here:    

It says, “Anyone who loves to quarrel, loves sin, 

Translate here:    

and anyone who speaks boastfully invites disaster. 

Translate here:    

The crooked heart will not prosper. 

Translate here:    

The twisted tongue tumbles into trouble.” 

Translate here:    

Reading this in the King James Version, it says, 

Translate here:    

“He that loves transgression, loves strife 

Translate here:    

 (remember? Hatred stirs up strife, but love covers all sins, Proverb 10:12) 

Translate here:    

I will repeat, “He that loves transgression, (Transgression is sin.), 

Translate here:    

He that loves sin loves strife. 

Translate here:    

He that has a froward heart, finds no good, 

Translate here:    

and he that has a perverse tongue, falls into mischief.” 

Translate here:    

That is the King James Version. 

Translate here:    

The Living Bible says, “ The crooked heart will not prosper. 

Translate here:    

The twisted tongue tumbles into trouble.” 

Translate here:    

That is clear there. If a person loves sin, they love arguments.  

Translate here:    

That is what strife is in any case. Arguments. 

Translate here:    

Do you know people that are arguing all the time? 

Translate here:    

The book of Proverbs says that people who are argue all the time, love sin. 

Translate here:    

They might even be church people. 

Translate here:    

They might even be very active people in the church, 

Translate here:    

but the scripture tells us that if they love to argue, 

Translate here:    

then “He that loves transgression loves strife.” 

Translate here:    

He that loves strife, loves transgression. 

Translate here:    

He that loves to argue loves sin. 

Translate here:    

See, strife is arguing. 

Translate here:    

Transgression is sin. 

Translate here:    

He that loves arguing loves sin. 

Translate here:    

They may not want to admit it to themselves. 

Translate here:    

They may want to call themselves Christians, 

Translate here:    

but their actions prove the matter. 

Translate here:    

Yesterday we saw that out of the mouth of the righteous springs a well of life, 

Translate here:    

but violence covers the mouth of the wicked. 

Translate here:    

Is it possible to love sin? 

Translate here:    

Listen to Jesus in John chapter 3, verses 19 through 21:  

Translate here:    

Jesus is talking about these wicked people 

Translate here:    

whose mouths are covered with violence and who love transgression. 

Translate here:    

He says, “Their judgment is based on this fact. 

Translate here:    

The light from heaven came into the world, 

Translate here:    

but they loved the darkness more than the light, for their actions were evil. 

Translate here:    

They hate the light because they want to sin in the darkness.” 

Translate here:    

Listen: “they hate the light because they want to sin in the darkness. 

Translate here:    

They stay away from the light 

Translate here:    

for fear that their sins will be exposed and they will be punished, 

Translate here:    

but those who do what is right, come to the light gladly 

Translate here:    

so that everyone can see that they are doing what God wants.” 

Translate here:    

How could somebody love the darkness? 

Translate here:    

The book of Proverbs explains it to us. 

Translate here:    

It says that sin gives pleasure. 

Translate here:    

That is one of those verses where you need to read the whole verse. 

Translate here:    

It says, sin gives pleasure for a season. 

Translate here:    

The pleasures of sin are short-lived. 

Translate here:    

Yes, sin does give pleasures and people do love darkness, 

Translate here:    

because it feels good to sin. 

Translate here:    

I can vouch for that. I have sinned. 

Translate here:    

I know the joy of sinning. 

Translate here:    

It is a lot of fun to sin. 

Translate here:    

When was the last time your preacher told you how much fun it was to sin? 

Translate here:    

I am not just a preacher. I am a teacher. 

Translate here:    

I am teaching you what the Bible says. 

Translate here:    

The Bible says that sin gives pleasure, 

Translate here:    

but it is only for a season, 

Translate here:    

because ultimately the wages of sin is death. 

Translate here:    

That pleasure will turn around and bite you. 

Translate here:    

But people love sin and darkness, 

Translate here:    

and they won’t come to the light. 

Translate here:    

They love transgression. 

Translate here:    

Hatred stirs up strife. 

Translate here:    

He that loves to argue, loves sin. 

Translate here:    

Sometimes people argue because their personality, because they think they are winning. 

Translate here:    

Of course, they are deceiving themselves. 

Translate here:    

They may cause the other person to stop talking. 

Translate here:    

By the pressure of their words may seem to establish themselves as being the winner. 

Translate here:    

They want to be the big guy, and to be on top. 

Translate here:    

The interesting thing is when two of these people argue, does either one win? 

Translate here:    

Have you ever stood in a room and listened to people argue back and forth, 

Translate here:    

and asked yourself the question, why are they repeating themselves? 

Translate here:    

He just finished saying that 

Translate here:    

and he didn’t convince the other person with it the first time, 

Translate here:    

so why is he saying it again? 

Translate here:    

How many of our homes and how many of our gatherings are filled with this kind of dissention and strife? 

Translate here:    

Listen to what the Bible says. 

Translate here:    

“He that loves strife, loves sin.” 

Translate here:    

So if you find yourself caught up in that kind of arguing, repent! 

Translate here:    

Just turn from it. 

Translate here:    

Get away from it, 

Translate here:    

because it is a clue that the Holy Spirit is not controlling your tongue. 

Translate here:    

Okay, that is covered. 

Translate here:    

Let’s get to the second part of this verse. 

Translate here:    

It says, “But love covers all sins.” 

Translate here:    

This is a powerful verse. 

Translate here:    

“Hatred stirs up strife, but love covers all sins.” 

Translate here:    

This is a powerful verse. 

Translate here:    

It was so powerful that both Peter and James have quoted it. 

Translate here:    

They have made it central to their teaching. 

Translate here:    

Listen to it in I Peter chapter 4 verses 1 through 8. 

Translate here:    

It says, “So then, since Christ suffered physical pain, 

Translate here:    

you must arm yourself with the same attitude that he had. 

Translate here:    

And you should be ready to suffer too, 

Translate here:    

for if you are willing to suffer for Christ, you have decided to stop sinning. 

Translate here:    

You won’t spend the rest of your lives chasing after evil desires, 

Translate here:    

but you will be anxious to do the will of God. 

Translate here:    

You have had enough in the past of the evil things that godless people enjoy: 

Translate here:    

their immorality, their lust, their feasting, 

Translate here:    

drunkenness and wild parties and their terrible worshiping of idols. 

Translate here:    

Your former friends are surprised! 

Translate here:    

You no longer enjoy them and the wicked things that they do. 

Translate here:    

They say evil things about you, 

Translate here:    

but remember they will have to face God.

Translate here:    

He will judge everyone, both the living and the dead. 

Translate here:    

That is why the good news was preached to even those who had died, 

Translate here:    

so that although their bodies were punished with death, 

Translate here:    

they could still live in the spirit as God does.” 

Translate here:    

Alleluia! We are supposed to live in the spirit as God does. 

Translate here:    

That is the spirit of love, by the way. 

Translate here:    

Continuing he says, “The end of the world is coming soon. 

Translate here:    

Therefore, be earnest and disciplined in your prayers. 

Translate here:    

Most important of all, show deep love for each other, 

Translate here:    

for love covers a multitude of sins.” 

Translate here:    

Peter was writing to the church 

Translate here:    

and his conclusion was that love covers a multitude of sins. 

Translate here:    

But, how do you get there? 

Translate here:    

How do you get to the place you are able to show a deep love for each other? 

Translate here:    

There are some requirements on your life. 

Translate here:    

There are some things you have to learn. 

Translate here:    

He says you have to learn how to suffer. 

Translate here:    

He said that Christ suffered, so you will need to learn how to suffer. 

Translate here:    

You will have to learn it. 

Translate here:    

He says you will have to turn your back on the things you used to do, 

Translate here:    

the way that you used to live, 

Translate here:    

the wild parties, the drunkenness, and the evil things that godless people enjoy.  

Translate here:    

He says, “No, they are not for you anymore. 

Translate here:    

The end of the world is coming soon 

Translate here:    

and I want you to live the way God does.” 

Translate here:    

He says God lives in the spirit and you should live in the spirit also. 

Translate here:    

How do you know if you are living in the spirit? 

Translate here:    

Is your mouth filled with thankfulness? 

Translate here:    

Are you speaking to one another in psalms, hymns and spiritual songs? 

Translate here:    

Is your mouth revealing what your heart is full of? 

Translate here:    

Yes, it is, whether it is full of evil or full of good. 

Translate here:    

Your mouth is revealing it. 

Translate here:    

Listen to your mouth. 

Translate here:    

How do you know whether or not you are truly born again? 

Translate here:    

Listen to your mouth. 

Translate here:    

The mouth of the righteous is a well of life, 

Translate here:    

but the mouth of the wicked is covered with violence. 

Translate here:    

Peter says love covers a multitude of sins. 

Translate here:    

James tells us, “If one of you should wander from the truth 

Translate here:    

and someone should bring him back, remember this:” 

Translate here:    

Whoever turns a sinner from the error of his ways, 

Translate here:    

he will save him from death and cover over a multitude of sins. 

Translate here:    

Remember when I spoke about speaking the truth in love?  

Translate here:    

You go to a sinner who has turned away from righteousness 

Translate here:    

and you exhort him and encourage him to “Sin no more.” 

Translate here:    

When he hears your words and he sees your life, 

Translate here:    

he will want what you have got. 

Translate here:    

If he wants it enough, you will win him back. 

Translate here:    

Your spoken love through your loving concern covers a multitude of sins.

Keep your eyes and ears open.

God may have someone for you to win back to Christ today.
