099 No Death  - Thursday

Translate:  

Proverbs 12:28 tells us, “In the way of righteousness is life, and in the pathway thereof is no death.” 

Translate:  

We are going to challenge that this morning because everyone knows that it is appointed unto man once to die.  

Translate:  

What is it talking about here in Proverbs?  

Translate:  

Let’s look at it in the New Living Testament.  

Translate:  

It says, “The way of the Godly leads to life.  Their path does not lead to death.”  

Translate:  

That translation doesn’t particularly clear things up.  

Translate:  

The New International Version says, “In the way of righteousness, there is life.  Along that path is immortality.”  

Translate:  

I see a clue there, as to why we can say there is no death.  

Translate:  

Immortality.  Yesterday we looked at being a sluggard.  

Translate:  

We looked at being overcome with sleep.  

Translate:  

Let’s go back to there for a minute.  

Translate:  

Look in 1 Thessalonians chapter 5 verse 4.  

Translate:  

It says, “You brothers are not in the darkness so that this day should surprise you like a thief.  

Translate:  

You are all sons of the light, sons of the day.  

Translate:  

You do not belong to the night or the darkness.  

Translate:  

So let us not be like others who are asleep in the day, but let us be alert and self-controlled,  

Translate:  

putting on faith and love, as a breastplate, and the hope of salvation as a helmet, 

Translate:  

for God did not appoint us to suffer wrath, 

Translate:  

but to receive salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ.  

Translate:  

He died for us so that whether we are awake or asleep, we may live together with him.  

Translate:  

Therefore, encourage one another and build each other up, just as in fact you are doing.”

Translate:  

We have talked about the power of the tongue to deliver good or evil.  

Translate:  

Here it is stated again.  We are instructed to encourage one another.  

Translate:  

We can encourage one another about life, about eternal life.  Alleluia.  

Translate:  

But there is a death.  Let’s be realistic about that.  

Translate:  

In Genesis it says, God placed the man in the Garden of Eden to tend and to care for it, 

Translate:  

but the Lord gave him this warning. 

Translate:  

“You may freely eat of any fruit in the garden …..

Translate:  

except from the fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.  

Translate:  

If you eat of its fruit, you will surely die.”  

Translate:  

As you know Adam ate of that fruit and he died and every man since then has died.  

Translate:  

Paul tells us in Romans, when Adam sinned, sin entered the human race.  

Translate:  

Adam’s sin brought death. 

Translate:  

 Death spread to everyone, for everyone sinned.  

Translate:  

This verse seems to contradict the one in Proverbs.  

Translate:  

 “The way of the Godly leads to life.  Their path does not lead to death.”

Translate:  

Hebrews tells us that each person is destined to die once and after that comes judgment.  

Translate:  

So also Christ died once as a sacrifice to take away the sins of his people.  

Translate:  

Hebrews has explained this, and Genesis has explained this, and Romans has explained this, 

Translate:  

that we are all going to die.  

Translate:  

Yet Proverbs says, “The way of the Godly leads to life. Their path does not lead to death.”  

Translate:  

What we are dealing with is spiritual language and spiritual truth. 

Translate:  

Jesus then turns around and says, “I am the way, the truth, and the life.” 

Translate:  

Jesus says he is life itself.  No man can come to the Father except by him.  

Translate:  

He also says in John chapter 10,  “The thief doesn’t come except to steal, kill and to destroy, 

Translate:  

but I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.  

Translate:  

“The way of the righteous is life, and in the pathway thereof is no death.”  

Translate:  

Let’s rephrase it. “In the path of the Christian, there is no lasting death.”  

Translate:  

There is the death of the body.  

Translate:  

We are going to experience the death of the body, but there is an eternal life, that is ours. 

Translate:  

Jesus said, “I am come that they might have life, and have it more abundantly.”  

Translate:  

In contrast in Proverbs, another scripture says this, 

Translate:  

“There is a way that seems right to a man, but the end if it leads to death.” 

Translate:  

Again there is a death.  

Translate:  

And we will see death mentioned again when we get into the book of Revelation,

Translate:  

when it talks about the second death. 

Translate:  

Just as there is an eternal life, there is also an eternal death.  

Translate:  

There are some who are going to die twice.  

Translate:  

They are not only going to die in their body, 

Translate:  

but they are going to die in their spirit or in their soul. 

Translate:  

Who is it that is going to die twice?  

Translate:  

Those that think all is well.  Those that think everything is okay.

Translate:  

Those who see many friends and neighbors doing questionable things, 

Translate:  

and believe that whatever they do can’t be very bad.

Translate:  

God wouldn’t be so cruel to destroy so many people.

Translate:  

This becomes the way we think unless we have God’s word.

Translate:  

Then we have a choice: do we believe what people tell us is okay by their example,

Translate:  

or do we believe the Word of the Lord?

Translate:  

Matthew 7:14 says, “Wide is the gate and broad is the way that leads to destruction, 

Translate:  

and many go that way, 

Translate:  

because narrow is the gate and narrow is the way which leads to life, 

Translate:  

and only a few find it.”

Translate:  

God has been willing during the course of history to destroy nations.

Translate:  

Whole generations have died of wars and plagues.

Translate:  

We need to remember that we are given each day to live as a gift.

Translate:  

And we should thank God for it and try to please him.

Translate:  

In Proverbs, it says, “There is a way that seems right to a man, but its end leads to death.”  

Translate:  

That particular Proverb is repeated in two different chapters, both in Proverbs 16:25 and Proverbs 14:12.  

Translate:  

It is recorded exactly the same way. 

Translate:  

“There is a way that seems right to a man, but its end leads to death.”  

Translate:  

There is a warning here.  

Translate:  

There is a death that is waiting out there for those who walk in their own way instead of in the way of Christ.  

Translate:  

It is called the second death.

Translate:  

We will get to that in a few minutes.  

Translate:  

But before we go there, I want to remind you of the great gift of life 

Translate:  

that the Lord has given you in Jesus Christ.  

Translate:  

In Romans 8 verse 1, it says, “Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.  

Translate:  

Because through Christ Jesus, the law of the spirit of life has set us free 

Translate:  

from the law of sin and death.”  

Translate:  

That is mankind’s way out of the second death.  

Translate:  

If we live in the spirit of God, the spirit of God controls our lives.  

Translate:  

We are set free from the law of sin and death. 

Translate:  

The law of sin and death says “if you sin, you shall die.”  

Translate:  

If you eat of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, 

Translate:  

in the day that you eat, you shall surely die.  

Translate:  

But Paul speaking by the power of the spirit of God, says this: 

Translate:  

“Jesus who came to give us life and life abundantly, has reversed our doom.”  

Translate:  

Though our physical body dies, our soul and our spirit life will never end.  

Translate:  

We are set free from the law of sin and the law of death.

Translate:  

This is made clearer when we look at the second death in the book of Revelation.  

Translate:  

It says in Revelation 2:11,  “Anyone who is willing to hear should listen to God’s spirit 

Translate:  

and understand what the spirit is saying to the churches.  

Translate:  

Whoever is victorious will not be hurt by the second death.”  

Translate:  

A spirit filled life, a life that is controlled by the spirit of God…, 

Translate:  

this is the life that removes us from the second death.  

Translate:  

We will take a look at what that second death is in a minute.  

Translate:  

We referred to it earlier.  It is being cast into the Lake of Fire and Brimstone, 

Translate:  

but we will look at the scripture that refers to that.  

Translate:  

Right now I want to emphasize that the pathway of the righteous leads to life.  

Translate:  

It does not lead to death.  

Translate:  

What is the pathway of the righteous?  

Translate:  

The pathway of the righteous is a spirit-led life, 

Translate:  

a spirit-filled life where Jesus has come into us and we have been born again.  

Translate:  

We are not merely the tabernacle of the living God, 

Translate:  

but Christ in us, the hope of glory, is speaking to us, and guiding us.  

Translate:  

He has fixed our hearts.  

Translate:  

He controls our tongues.  

Translate:  

He guides our steps.  

Translate:  

He makes us willing workers and prepares us for the day of harvest.  

Translate:  

A spirit-led life leads to eternal life.  

Translate:  

That is different from ”the way that SEEMS right to a man, whose end thereof is death.”

Translate:  

Revelation 26 says, “Blessed and holy are those who share in the first resurrection, 

Translate:  

for the second death holds NO power, 

Translate:  

but they will be priests of God and of Christ, and will reign with him a 1000 years.”  

Translate:  

We are not going any further with this thought today, 

Translate:  

but in First Corinthians chapter 15, at the last trumpet, 

Translate:  

when the trumpet shall sound, this corruptible or decaying flesh, 

Translate:  

this body appointed to die, will put on incorruption or immortality in a moment,

Translate:  

in a twinkling of an eye, and we are going to be changed forever.  Alleluia!

Translate:  

Some of us are going to have that inexpressible experience.  

Translate:  

A wonderful, wonderful thing!  

Translate:  

There is a generation that will not see death.  

Translate:  

They will be taken and changed from a decaying flesh to an immortal flesh, at the last trumpet.  Alleluia! 

Translate:  

And those who share in the first resurrection, for them the second death holds no power.  

Translate:  

But in Revelation 12 verse 20, it says this,  

Translate:  

“I saw the dead, both great and small standing before God’s throne.”  

Translate:  

These are the people who have died a physical death. 

Translate:  

“And the books were opened including the book of life, 

Translate:  

and the dead were judged according to the things written in the books, 

Translate:  

according to what they had done.  

Translate:  

The sea gave up the dead in it.  

Translate:  

And death and the grave gave up the dead in them.  

Translate:  

They were all judged according to their deeds.  

Translate:  

And death and the grave were thrown into the Lake of Fire.  

Translate:  

This is the second death, the Lake of Fire, 

Translate:  

and anyone whose name was not found recorded in the book of life …

Translate:  

was thrown into the Lake of Fire.”  

Translate:  

There it is.  There we are told of the real death in the Lake of Fire.

Translate:  

Jesus said starting in Matthew 10:28, “Fear not them which kill the body, 

Translate:  

but are not able to kill the soul: 

Translate:  

but rather fear him which is able to destroy both the soul an the body in hell. 

Translate:  

Are not two sparrows sold for a farthing? 

Translate:  

And one of them shall not fall on the ground without your Father knowing it.  

Translate:  

But the very hairs on your head are all numbered.  

Translate:  

Therefore fear now, because you are worth more than many sparrows.”   

Translate:  

There is a way that seems right to a man, but in the end, it leads to death, 

Translate:  

but those whose names are written in the book of life, escape the second death.  

Translate:  

I pray that we all today will escape the second death, 

Translate:  

because the way of the Godly leads to life.  

Translate:  

Let Christ lead you into life today.  

Translate:  

Have a great day.  This is Brother Stephen Keel, 

Translate:  

and this is A Proverb A Day.
