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TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 15:22 tells us that plans fail for lack of counsel, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but with many advisers they succeed.  

TRANSLATE:  
I know that many of us have experienced failed plans. 

TRANSLATE:  
We’ve attempted to do things and failed.  

TRANSLATE:  
According to the word of God, had we sought sound advice, before we struck out and tried by ourselves, 

TRANSLATE:  
….we could have increased dramatically the possibility of having succeeded….

TRANSLATE:  

….in whatever it was we were attempting to do.  

TRANSLATE:  
Though we covered this scripture the last time…., 

TRANSLATE:  
…..the Lord has impressed on me that it needs review, 

TRANSLATE:  
….that there is something here that needs to be understood.  

TRANSLATE:  
It needs to be owned.  You need to own the truth regarding chapter15 of Proverbs verse 22. 

TRANSLATE:  
In the King James Version, it tells us, “Without counsel, purposes are disappointed,
TRANSLATE:  
…..but in the multitude of counselors they are established.”

TRANSLATE:  
Yesterday we saw that it is not enough simply to have counselors.  

TRANSLATE:  
 We found in Matthew, that the scribes and the Pharisees took counsel one with another 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and tried to trick Jesus regarding the business of whether or not taxes should be paid to Caesar, 

TRANSLATE:  
….so it is very clear that men can join together in counsels 

TRANSLATE:  
….and make decisions without them being good decisions. 

TRANSLATE:  
We also saw in Psalm 1 that blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked 

TRANSLATE:  
…..or stand in the way of sinners, or sit in the seat of mockers.  

TRANSLATE:  
What this refers to is that, when we seek advice, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..when we seek the safety that comes from many counselors, 

TRANSLATE:  
….we want to be certain that we are seeking the counsel of wise Godly men. 

TRANSLATE:  
I thought it would be useful if we would just try to determine who those wise Godly men are. 

TRANSLATE:  
How do we know we are getting counsel from the right people?  

TRANSLATE:  
Proverbs 24:6 tells us that by wise counsel, you shall make war, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and in the multitude of counselors there is safety.  

TRANSLATE:  
We are looking for wise counselors. 

TRANSLATE:  
What is it that’s makes a counselor wise?  

TRANSLATE:  
And then it says “counselors”.  It’s plural.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s more than one. As I considered this subject, 

TRANSLATE:  
….. and thought about it in my own life, 

TRANSLATE:  
 ….and searched the word of God regarding it, 

TRANSLATE:  
….the Lord led me to a seemingly unrelated subject, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but which I think is highly related.  

TRANSLATE:  
It has to do with being of one mind.  

TRANSLATE:  
It has to do with a people having what’s called the unity of the spirit. 

TRANSLATE:  
It’s also called having one mind.  

TRANSLATE:  
In Christianity, unfortunately with all the doctrines and denominations and splits and divisions, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..sometimes it’s hard to find people of one mind, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but the scripture encourages us to find people of one mind. 

TRANSLATE:  
Here’s what we are looking for.  

TRANSLATE:  
We want people that have the mind of Christ to give us counsel.  

TRANSLATE:  
How will we know whether or not they have the mind of Christ? 

TRANSLATE:  
Well, they will agree with other people who also have the mind of Christ. 

TRANSLATE:  
It’s a rather simple principle. 

TRANSLATE:  
We are not going out seeking counsel based on how intelligent they are 

TRANSLATE:  
….or how rich they are, or how successful they are.  

TRANSLATE:  
Our counsel should be coming from Godly people who know Jesus, 

TRANSLATE:  
….Godly people who know the word of God, 

TRANSLATE:  
….Godly people who have walked in the truth of the scriptures, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and if we find those Godly people, they should have one mind 

TRANSLATE:  
…..with other Godly people who have also walked with the Lord, 

TRANSLATE:  
….have also made it a point to make the scriptures the ruling force in their life.  

TRANSLATE:  
They are being governed by the word of God 

TRANSLATE:  
….and they are being led by the spirit of God. 

TRANSLATE:  
Now John writes to the church. And he tells them 

TRANSLATE:  
….there is something about this spirit that leads us.  

TRANSLATE:  
In I John chapter 2 verse 26,  he says, 

TRANSLATE:  
 “I am writing these things to you about those who are trying to lead you astray.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Now this could be a multitude of unwise counselors who are trying to lead you astray.  

TRANSLATE:  
And John says, “I am writing to you about anybody that’s trying to lead you astray,” 

TRANSLATE:  
…..whether it is multitude of counselors or not.  

TRANSLATE:  
He said, “As for you, the anointing that you received from him,” 

TRANSLATE:  
…..that is, from the Holy Spirit,

TRANSLATE:  
….. “remains in you and you do not need anyone to teach you, but as his anointing,” 

TRANSLATE:  
….that is, the Spirit’s anointing, teaches you about all things
TRANSLATE:  
 ….and as that anointing is real and not counterfeit, and as it has taught you, …remain in him.” 

TRANSLATE:  
Now this is a crucial teaching.  

TRANSLATE:  
You see, when we are seeking advice from others, from a multitude of counselors, 

TRANSLATE:  
…we are not asking them to teach us what we should do, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..or to tell us what we should do, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..because John has let us know that the anointing that is within us has already told us what we should do.  

TRANSLATE:  
The point of seeking advice from others, isn’t for them to tell us what to do, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but for them to confirm or to bare witness to,… 

TRANSLATE:  
… or to agree with ….in one mind what Christ has already told us. 

TRANSLATE:  
This is a very important concept. 

TRANSLATE:  
You see, you are to be led by the Lordship of Jesus Christ.  

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus is your King.  It tells us in another place in Timothy 

TRANSLATE:  
…..that there is no other mediator between man and God except the Lord Jesus Christ. 

TRANSLATE:  
Jesus is supposed to be the Lord of your life.  

TRANSLATE:  
You are supposed to be directly connected to the Head. 

TRANSLATE:  
Now it’s true that Jesus is the head of the man, and the man is the head of the woman. 

TRANSLATE:  
There is an order set up in a household where the man is responsible (to) to Christ, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but there is still that need for the woman to be led by the Lord Jesus herself directly.  

TRANSLATE:  
She’s just not pulled along on a little chain behind her husband. 

TRANSLATE:  
She can accept leadership from her husband 

TRANSLATE:  
…..because her husband is under the headship of Christ. 

TRANSLATE:  
But ultimately she too is being led by Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
Here’s the picture.  We have to make a decision.  

TRANSLATE:  
We are confronted by a situation that absolutely requires a decision.  

TRANSLATE:  
We go to the Lord.  “Lord Jesus, what would you have me do?” 

TRANSLATE:  
And then we go to our husband.  We go to our pastor.  

TRANSLATE:  
We go to the elders of the church.  We go to the wise counsel and we seek confirmation. 

TRANSLATE:  
We seek to know whether or not this is in fact Jesus talking to us.  

TRANSLATE:  
Not that they would teach us, but that they would confirm what Christ would have us do.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now let’s assume that we have gone to them and they don’t agree with us, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but they turn around and they give us some other advice 

TRANSLATE:  
….or some other counsel different from anything that we have heard before.  

TRANSLATE:  
Well we must, in order to be under the Lordship of Jesus Christ, 

TRANSLATE:  
….take that other counsel, that other advice to the throne of prayer, 

TRANSLATE:  
…and say, “Lord Jesus, are you now speaking to me now through these counselors, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and if so confirm in my spirit.  Speak to me directly, Lord, 

TRANSLATE:  
….so that I’m not being led by men, but I be being led by the Spirit of Christ.”  Alleluia. 

TRANSLATE:  
Now this may seem like a challenge to some people.  

TRANSLATE:  
Some people just want to go and do whatever the rest of the crowd is doing.  

TRANSLATE:  
If the crowd is doing it, it must be right, so I am going to do it. 

TRANSLATE:  
Well, that’s not what the scripture calls us to.  

TRANSLATE:  
What the scripture calls us to, is to be led of the spirit and to have one mind.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now I honestly believe that if everyone is listening to Jesus, 

TRANSLATE:  
….he will tell everyone the same thing.  

TRANSLATE:  
I mean, it only makes sense. He is not the author of confusion. 

TRANSLATE:  
He is not the author of disorder. He is the author of order.  

TRANSLATE:  
He WILL tell everyone the same thing, but he can’t tell everyone the same thing, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..unless everybody is listening to him. 

TRANSLATE:  
If everyone is under the Lordship and leadership of Jesus Christ, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..in the multitude of counselors there will be one mind. 

TRANSLATE:  
Let’s look at that concept a little bit in the Bible in 5 quick scriptures.  

TRANSLATE:  
Romans 16:6 says that you may with one mind and one mouth glorify God.  Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
II Corinthians 13:11, it tells us “Finally brethren, farewell, be perfect, be of good comfort, 

TRANSLATE:  
….be of ONE MIND, and live in peace, and the God of love and peace shall be with you.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Philippians 1:27, it tells us, “Only let your conversation be as it becomes (or is like) the Gospel of Christ, 

TRANSLATE:  
….whether I come and see you, or else be absent, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..that I may hear that you are standing fast in one spirit 

TRANSLATE:  
….with one mind, striving together for the faith of the Gospel.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Philippians 2:2 says, “Fulfill my joy that you be likeminded having the same love, 

TRANSLATE:  
….being of one accord of ONE MIND.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Finally in I Peter 3:8, it says, “Be all of one mind having compassion one of another. 

TRANSLATE:  
Love as brethren, be pitiable, be courteous.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Wow, there’s 5 times in the New Testament 

TRANSLATE:  
….where it’s telling the church to be of one mind. 

TRANSLATE:  
I assure you that if we are following men or if we are following counsels of men, 

TRANSLATE:  
….it will be very difficult for us to be of one mind.  

TRANSLATE:  
We have already seen that counsels of men can come together and have wrong understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
They can do the wrong thing.  

TRANSLATE:  
Just because all of the elders agree on something 

TRANSLATE:  
….doesn’t mean that they have the leadership of the Lord Jesus Christ in their life.  

TRANSLATE:  
Is each one of them relying on the anointing that is within 

TRANSLATE:  
….so that they need no man to teach them?  

TRANSLATE:  
This is a challenge to the church.  It’s a challenge to every one of us.  

TRANSLATE:  
Are you getting your directions from Jesus?  

TRANSLATE:  
If you are getting your directions from Jesus, 

TRANSLATE:  
….then you will find one mind in all of those others who are getting directions from Jesus. 

TRANSLATE:  
He is not the author of confusion. He will tell everybody the same thing.  

TRANSLATE:  
Plans fail for lack of counsel, but with many advisors, they succeed. 

TRANSLATE:  
See to it that your advisors are being led by the Lordship of Jesus Christ, 

TRANSLATE:  
……and they are not just doing what everybody else is doing.  

TRANSLATE:  
If you do that, your plans will succeed.  

TRANSLATE:  
This is Brother Stephen Keel.  This is A PROVERB A DAY.  

TRANSLATE:  
I pray that you have a spirit-led eternity, and God bless you today.
