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TRANSLATE:  
I assume that most of the people listening to A Proverb A Day are old enough to have children.  

TRANSLATE:  
This program doesn’t play to children. 

TRANSLATE:  
It plays to a mature audience, and one thing that older people have are children,

TRANSLATE:  
….and children often are a delight to the parents.  

TRANSLATE:  
How many times have we watched our child, our son or our daughter ….
TRANSLATE:  
…..and heard them say something that delighted us?  

TRANSLATE:  
We thought isn’t that cute. 

TRANSLATE:  
Or perhaps as a grandparent, there was this grandchild 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and the child came in the room and said this or that, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and we said isn’t that cute and it delighted us.  

TRANSLATE:  
Where did we get this capacity for being delighted…. 

TRANSLATE:  
…..by the things that were spoken by our children and or by our grandchildren?  

TRANSLATE:  
The scripture tells us that we were created in the image of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
And Proverbs 15:26 shows us that God himself is delighted….. 

TRANSLATE:  
…. when you and when I say things that are pleasing to him.  

TRANSLATE:  
“Pure words” are what we are expressing.  Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs 15:26. 

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us, “The Lord detests the thoughts of the wicked, but those of the pure are pleasing him.”  

TRANSLATE:  
The King James Version says it differently, 

TRANSLATE:  
“The thoughts of the wicked are an abomination to the Lord, but the words of the pure are pleasant words.”  

TRANSLATE:  
The New Living Testament tell us, 

TRANSLATE:  
 “The Lord despises the thoughts of the wicked, but he delights in pure words.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Well, this could be an opportunity to lash out …..
TRANSLATE:  
….against those people that are having wicked thoughts,

TRANSLATE:  
….and to tell how bad it is to think bad thoughts, 

TRANSLATE:  

….which, of course, results in saying bad things….

TRANSLATE:  
….but the Holy Spirit is leading me to focus today on the idea of delighting our Creator. 

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us God delights in pure words, 

TRANSLATE:  
….even as a parent enjoys listening to his child when he says something cute, 

TRANSLATE:  
….or something profound, or something wise.  

TRANSLATE:  
The word of the Lord tells us that God himself delights in our speaking pure words.  

TRANSLATE:  
He despises the thoughts of the wicked, but he delights in pure words.  

TRANSLATE:  
He takes pleasure in it. Can we give God pleasure? 

TRANSLATE:  
According to this proverb, we have the potential, the possibility of giving God pleasure.  

TRANSLATE:  
Now we have already talked on this subject when we looked at Proverbs 14:35.  

TRANSLATE:  
It says that a king delights in a wise servant, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and we were quick to point out that we were talking about King Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
King Jesus is delighted when we walk in wisdom.  

TRANSLATE:  
That’s why our study in the book of Proverbs is so valuable, 

TRANSLATE:  
….because we are trying to get wisdom.  We are trying to get understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
We are trying to learn to be wise.  

TRANSLATE:  
It’s a smart thing to learn to be wise 

TRANSLATE:  
….because the King, it tells us, delights in us,… his favor is toward us. 

TRANSLATE:  
He is intensely interested in the wise servant, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but his wrath is against those that cause shame.  

TRANSLATE:  
If we are failing to walk in wisdom, if there are wicked thoughts dominating our hearts, 

TRANSLATE:  
….then we are subjected to the wrath of God, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but Oh, what a longing, it should be for us, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..what a desire it should be for us that we might be pleasing God.  

TRANSLATE:  
Just yesterday at lunchtime I was meditating on this, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and I was thinking about pleasing my Savior. 

TRANSLATE:  
I was kind of talking to him and saying to him, 

TRANSLATE:  
I would like to please you right now.  I’d like to make you happy.  

TRANSLATE:  
It was a high thought, a lofty thought. 

TRANSLATE:  
It was just between me and Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
There was nobody else in the house, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and as I began to lean toward that direction of making him happy, 

TRANSLATE:  
 …..I almost had a Holy Ghost fit.  

TRANSLATE:  
The presence of God manifested itself to me. 

TRANSLATE:  
My tongue got large in my mouth, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and I just swelled up with the sweetness of the Lord, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and I explained to my wife last night. 

TRANSLATE:  
I was ready to go off the deep end. I was about to plunge into the cool of God’s joy, 

TRANSLATE:  
…. and right at that moment, the telephone rang, and guess what?  

TRANSLATE:  
It was a wrong number. It was a wrong number, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..and I realized that God sort of protected me, 

TRANSLATE:  
….because had I jumped off that precipice into the pool of his joy, 

TRANSLATE:  
….I probably would have been worthless all afternoon. 

TRANSLATE:  
I was about ready to fall into a Holy Ghost fit, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..but God reminded me that I had work that I had to do. 

TRANSLATE:  
And I could delight him by doing my work as well as by being lost in the Spirit.  

TRANSLATE:  
But that’s a possibility….to be lost in the Spirit, to be completely in love with Jesus, 

TRANSLATE:  
….to be simply communing, communing with the spirit of God. Praise the Lord.  

TRANSLATE:  
He tells us in Zechariah chapter 2.   “Sing and rejoice, Oh daughter of Zion, for behold I come, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and I will dwell in the midst of you, says the Lord your God.”  

TRANSLATE:  
As we endeavor to delight him….and what is more of a delight than our songs of praise?  

TRANSLATE:  
Pure words, words of praise, words of praise being sung.? 

TRANSLATE:  
As we sing praise and worship to the Lord, he says, 

TRANSLATE:  
 “Sing and rejoice, oh daughter of Zion, for behold I come, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and I will dwell in the midst of you, says the Lord your God.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Well, we know about the omnipresence of God.  

TRANSLATE:  
We know that he is everywhere. At the same time.
TRANSLATE:  
I have taught on this not too long ago. His eye is all over the earth. 

TRANSLATE:  
He sees everything that goes on. He is everywhere, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but this promise in Zechariah says that I will dwell in the midst of you.  

TRANSLATE:  
He is talking about something more than being abstractly present.  

TRANSLATE:  
He is going to be present in reality.  

TRANSLATE:  
He is going to manifest his presence.  

TRANSLATE:  
He is going to reveal himself to those people who are pleasing him, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..those people that are worshipping him. Alleluia.  

TRANSLATE:  
What will I do then? 

TRANSLATE:  
Paul also asked, “Well then, what shall I do.”  

TRANSLATE:  
He says, “I will pray in the spirit, and I will pray with words that I understand. 

TRANSLATE:  
I will sing in the spirit and I will sing in words that I understand.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Mind you now, the Proverb that we are looking at is Proverbs 15:26. 

TRANSLATE:  
It tells us, “The Lord detests the thoughts of the wicked, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but the words of the pure are pleasant words.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Here Paul is talking about praying and singing with understanding, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and praying and singing in the spirit.  

TRANSLATE:  
I really believe, in my heart of hearts and many people would agree with me on this, 

TRANSLATE:  
….he is talking about praying in tongues. 

TRANSLATE:  
He is talking about praying in a heavenly prayer language.  

TRANSLATE:  
He is talking about praying and singing when his mind is unfruitful, 

TRANSLATE:  
….when he doesn’t even understand what it is that he is saying, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and he has been given this gift of praying in the spirit, 

TRANSLATE:  
….so he says I will pray with my understanding.  

TRANSLATE:  
 ….and I will also pray with my spirit.  

TRANSLATE:  
When we pray with our spirit, the scripture tells us that our understanding is unfruitful, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but God knows what is being said.  

TRANSLATE:  
If it is, in fact, the Holy Spirit that is speaking through us when we are praying and singing in an unknown tongue, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..then pure words are coming forth, pure words, 

TRANSLATE:  
….God’s words, God’s thoughts.  

TRANSLATE:  
In the book of Romans, Romans chapter 8, it says we don’t even know how to pray the way we ought to pray, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but the Spirit himself prays in us with groans and words that are unable to be understood, 

TRANSLATE:  
….pure words, pure thoughts from God.  

TRANSLATE:  
This sort of tells me that God is delighted 

TRANSLATE:  
…..when we by faith pray and sing in this private prayer language that the Lord gives us.  

TRANSLATE:  
When we pray and sing in tongues, it pleases the Lord; alleluia, 

TRANSLATE:  
…..because we are exercising faith and we are speaking pure words.  

TRANSLATE:  
We are speaking spiritual words.  

TRANSLATE:  
The scripture tells us he takes delight in pure words.  Praise the Lord. 

TRANSLATE:  
In the Old Testament we may give a certain kind of offering of words.  

TRANSLATE:  
There’s a thanksgiving offering. 

TRANSLATE:  
Let us look at it in Leviticus.  It says, “If  you offer it for a thanksgiving, 

TRANSLATE:  
….then you shall offer with a sacrifice of thanksgiving, unleaven cakes mingled with oil, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and unleavened wafers anointed with oil, 

TRANSLATE:  
….and cakes mingled with oil and fine flour fried.”  

TRANSLATE:  
Have we lost track of, have we lost sight of our making sacrifices to God?  

TRANSLATE:  
Now this fine flour and fine oil didn’t have a tremendous amount of financial value. 

TRANSLATE:  
The value of this offering wasn’t in how much it costs.  

TRANSLATE:  
Some people think that unless we pay a big price for something, it’s not going to be worth much.  

TRANSLATE:  
That’s only because of the way our society has made us think, 

TRANSLATE:  
….but in fact this offering, this particular offering was offered in value 

TRANSLATE:  
……because of the care and the attention to detail that was placed in the offering. 

TRANSLATE:  
When a woman prepares a meal for her family, it is an act of love.  

TRANSLATE:  
She takes special attention to see that it’s flavored exactly right, 

TRANSLATE:  
….so that it will delight the family when they receive it.  

TRANSLATE:  
…..and we spend such time with our thoughts, with our words, 

TRANSLATE:  
….with our words one to another, with our words to God?  

TRANSLATE:  
Can we please him today?  I want to please you today, Jesus.  

TRANSLATE:  
I want to inspire people to please you today.  Praise the Lord. 

TRANSLATE:  
If these words can make just a few people focus on pleasing God today, 

TRANSLATE:  
……then maybe I have pleased the Lord today.  

TRANSLATE:  
I pray that you will please the Lord today and have a wonderful eternity.  

TRANSLATE:  
This is Brother Stephen Keel.  This is A PROVERB A DAY. 

TRANSLATE:  
Speak pure words in this day.  God bless you.
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
