Today and yesterday we are dealing with 4 verses in the book of Proverbs that are about kings.  

Translate here:

…. about instructions to a king, and how a king ought to be. 

Translate here:

Hear the word of the Lord from Proverbs 16 verses 11, 13, 14 and 15. 

Translate here:

“The Lord demands fairness in every business deal. 

Translate here:

He sets the standard.  

Translate here:

The king despises wrongdoing for his rule depends on his justice.  

Translate here:

The king is pleased with righteous lips.  

Translate here:

He loves those who speak honestly. 

Translate here:

The anger of the king is a deadly threat.  

Translate here:

The wise do what they can to appease it.  

Translate here:

When the king smiles, there is light. 

Translate here:

His favor refreshes like a gentle rain.”  

Translate here:

Now I asked myself the question, 

Translate here:

Why is the writer of Proverbs giving us this information about the king? 
Translate here:

What does it have to do with you and me? 

Translate here:

Why should we be concerned about a king’s rule depending on his justice, ….
Translate here:

….when there is not even any king in our country?  

Translate here:

Well, I say there aren’t any kings.  

Translate here:

What we saw yesterday is that we are called to be kings to God.  

Translate here:

It is our inheritance.  

Translate here:

It’s a purpose that God has for our life, ….
Translate here:

…..that we be what the Apostle Peter called royal priests, 

Translate here:

….priests to the Most High God.  

Translate here:

Do you think of yourself as a priest?  

Translate here:

Do you think of yourself as a king?  

Translate here:

Probably not!   The traditions of religion say that you are a lay person,… 

Translate here:

….that you are a layman.  

Translate here:

You know what a layman is in the world of medicine?  

Translate here:

The doctor is the professional.  He is the one that knows everything.  

Translate here:

Some people think he is like God, who can give you a pill to fix anything.. 

Translate here:

Sometimes he thinks he is God, and then there is the layman. 

Translate here:

What is the difference between the doctor and the layman?  

Translate here:

Well, the layman doesn’t know how to take medicine when he is sick.  

Translate here:

He has to go to the doctor.  

Translate here:

The doctor says take two aspirin, go to bed and call me in the morning, 

Translate here:

Well, unfortunately that’s the idea that is associated with the word layman in the church. 

Translate here:

 The priest or the minister or the pastor knows everything, 

Translate here:

….and the layman doesn’t know anything.  

Translate here:

If you promote an idea like that long enough,…. 

Translate here:

…..that becomes the tradition of your fellowship; you are helping to make it happen  

Translate here:

You can have churches filled with so-called lay people who are stupid, 

Translate here:

They never read the Bible.  

Translate here:

They really don’t know how to pray. 
Translate here:

All they are good for is singing some songs and putting some money in the offering. 

Translate here:

But the Bible says that by your traditions,…. 

Translate here:

…..you have made vain the precepts of God.  

Translate here:

It says your traditions are killing your church life. 

Translate here:

The way you are doing things is not healthy. 

Translate here:

Here is a higher way, a better way.  

Translate here:

God says, “It’s my way, and let me tell you who you are.  

Translate here:

You are kings and priests.  You are a chosen generation.  

Translate here:

You are a royal priesthood.  You are a minister of the gospel.”  

Translate here:

Now it is true there are offices in the church.  

Translate here:

God gave gifts to the church. 

Translate here:

He gave first apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors and teachers.  

Translate here:

Those are offices in the church. Who is everybody else?  

Translate here:

Lay people?  

Translate here:

No, the word “lay people” or “layman” doesn’t even appear in the Bible. 

Translate here:

That’s a tradition of men!  

Translate here:

Everybody is a priest.  We are a nation of priests.  

Translate here:

We are called to be ministers of the Most High God,… 

Translate here:

….ministering to God and ministering to a lost and dying world. 

Translate here:

But we are not only priests.  

Translate here:

We are also kings.  I Peter 2:9 tells us, 

Translate here:

“But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, 

Translate here:

…a holy nation, a peculiar people 

Translate here:

….that you should show forth the praises of him 

Translate here:

….who has called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.”  

Translate here:

Have you been called out of darkness into light? 

Translate here:

Or are you still walking around in darkness?  

Translate here:

If you have been called out of darkness into light,…. 

Translate here:

…..if you have had the love of God shed abroad in your heart by the Holy Ghost,…. 

Translate here:

…..then you are a royal priest.  

Translate here:

What is royalty?  It involves ruling and kingdoms.
Translate here:

King David was a royal priest.  

Translate here:

He was a king who ministered unto the Lord.  

Translate here:

We are called to be like David, royal priests.  

Translate here:

But there is a more clear scripture in the book of Revelation.  

Translate here:

Hear the word of the Lord from Revelation chapter 1 verses 4 through 6.  

Translate here:

This is John writing to the 7 churches, which are in Asia. 

Translate here:

He says, “Grace and peace from him which is,….. 

Translate here:

….which was and which is to come, 

Translate here:

….and from the 7 spirits which are before his throne.”  

Translate here:

We could look at those 7 spirits sometime, but not today…. 

Translate here:

The first one is the spirit of wisdom! Praise the Lord.  

Translate here:

Going along with our study of the book of Proverbs, ….
Translate here:

John is saying, “And from Jesus Christ.”  

Translate here:

This is who this message is coming from.  

Translate here:

It is coming from Jesus Christ, 

Translate here:

…..“who’s the faithful witness and the first begotten of the dead.”  

Translate here:

Now that relates to what we looked at yesterday. 

Translate here:

He’s the first-born of many brethren.  

Translate here:

We talked about how kings are picked out of a family.  

Translate here:

 You are in the family, you are royalty.  

Translate here:

Listen now, “And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father.  

Translate here:

To him be glory and dominion forever and ever, amen.”  

Translate here:

Now this is from Jesus Christ.  

Translate here:

This is John writing to the 7 churches, and he says,

Translate here:

“This is Jesus Christ, unto him that loved us…. 

Translate here:

……and washed us from our sins in his own blood.  

Translate here:

He has made us kings and priests unto God.”  

Translate here:

Now that’s why in the book of Proverbs, there are these 5 scriptures about kings,…. 

Translate here:

…..and we are going to get back to them in just a minute,…. 

Translate here:

….but I want to make it clear that we are kings and priests.  

Translate here:

This idea of being kings and priests is expressed again in Revelation chapter 5 verses 9 and 10.  

Translate here:

John writing about Jesus says this,…. 

Translate here:

“You are worthy to take the scroll…. to open its seals….. 

Translate here:

…..because you were slain and with your blood, you purchased men for God.”  

Translate here:

Now we know that this is written about Jesus,….. 

Translate here:

…..because Jesus is the Lamb of God who was slain to take away the sins of the world.  

Translate here:

“You are worthy to take the scroll, to open its seal,” 

Translate here:

it says. “Because you were slain,….
Translate here:

…..and with your blood, you purchased men for God.”  

Translate here:

What did he purchase them for? 

Translate here:

Are we purchased to be pew-warmers? 

Translate here:

To be lay people?  No, I think not. 

Translate here:

It says, “You have made them to be a kingdom and priests to serve our God….. 

Translate here:

….and they will reign on the earth.” 

Translate here:

Oh! They will reign on the earth.  

Translate here:

“You made them to be kings and priests to serve our God 

Translate here:

….and they will reign on the earth.”  

Translate here:

We are called, brothers and sisters in Christ, to reign as kings and priests.  

Translate here:

Now this may be a higher calling than you were aware of, 

Translate here:

Before we think we are somebody who we are not,…. 

Translate here:

…..let’s be sure we know what it is that we are talking about.  

Translate here:

A king has to have a kingdom.  

Translate here:

Now there are only a few earthly kings left on the earth with robes and crowns.
Translate here:

Be clear here that we are kings in the kingdom of God. 

Translate here:

Jesus was asked by Pilot if he was the King of the Jews. 

Translate here:

Jesus answered, “Oh, do you mean a king as you think of a king? 

Translate here:

He said, “My kingdom is not of this world.”
Translate here:

Romans 14:17 tells us “The kingdom of God is not meat nor drink,… 

Translate here:

…..but righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Ghost.”  

Translate here:

We rule and reign in the area of righteousness, peace and joy.  Alleluia! 

Translate here:

We are kings in the kingdom of God.  

Translate here:

Now we’ve established that, we go back to Proverbs.  

Translate here:

It says, “The anger of the king is a deadly threat.”  

Translate here:

That means we rule over principalities and powers.  

Translate here:

Go ahead and get mad with sin.  

Translate here:

You can chase it out of your own life and other people’s lives also.  

Translate here:

We have power over principalities and powers.   

Translate here:

Zeal for God is a bad thing.  

Translate here:

“When the king smiles, there is life. 

Translate here:

His favor refreshes like a gentle rain.”  

Translate here:

There are the two sides of the coin.  

Translate here:

We can get angry at the devil and defeat him, 

Translate here:

but when a king smiles there is life.  

Translate here:

His favor refreshes like a gentle rain.  

Translate here:

 If we are walking as royal priests, according to the calling that is on our life,…. 

Translate here:

…..when we smile, there is life that refreshes like a gentle rain. 

Translate here:

Why are we smiling?  

Translate here:

Because we know who we are in Christ, 

Translate here:

Now that’s something to smile about! Alleluia!  

Translate here:

And when we smile on a sinner, 

Translate here:

we can refresh them like a gentle rain, 

Translate here:

because of what we have,….
Translate here:

…..they can have also, and we know how to give it to them.  

Translate here:

We know who the Savior is, and we can tell a lost person 

Translate here:

….that they too can enter into the kingdom of God. Alleluia.  

Translate here:

This is Brother Stephen Keel and this is A PROVERB A DAY.

I hope you have received a fresh perspective on who you are in Christ today.  

Translate here:

We are kings and priests.  

Translate here:

We are going to rule and reign, and it said HERE ON EARTH.
