The court system is trying to decide what to do with juvenile offenders.

The highway system is clogged with traffic,….

…..and graft and corruption are everywhere, at work, on the streets and in the stores.

There are problems with the family dissolving,…. 

Translate here:   

….and nobody is at home to be a mother or father to a child.  

Translate here:   

All manner of problems are crying for a solution.  

Translate here:   

The book of Proverbs though, I believe, points to an answer,…. 

Translate here:   

….that affects the solution of all the other problems that we face.  

Translate here:   

The book of Proverbs speaks to us about our heart being fixed, our heart being repaired.  

Translate here:   

If our hearts can get fixed, then we can tackle literally any problem.  

Translate here:   

What happens to the divorce rate when hearts are repaired?  

Translate here:   

The divorce rate is not a rate at all.  

Translate here:   

People don’t need a divorce, if they have a right heart. 

Translate here:   

What happens to the drug problem?  

Translate here:   

It goes away, because if your heart is brimming full with righteousness,…. 

Translate here:   

…..you have no hunger for drugs.  

Translate here:   

What about the problem of disciplining your children?  

Translate here:   

If your heart is right, you know how to discipline your children.  

Translate here:   

You know what is best for them.  

Translate here:   

Proverbs 16:17 tells us, “The highway of the upright is to depart from evil.  

Translate here:   

He that keeps his way, preserves his soul.”  

Translate here:   

The New International Version says,  “The highway of the upright avoids evil.  

Translate here:   

He who guards his way, guards his life.”  

Translate here:   

The New Living Testament says, “The path of the upright leads away from evil.  

Translate here:   

Whoever follows that path is safe.”  Praise the Lord.  

Translate here:   

We are going to talk about being safe today,… 

Translate here:   

….and that road that takes us there is the path of the upright.  

Translate here:   

The path of the upright leads away from evil. 

Translate here:   

I looked at this idea of the upright.  

Translate here:   

Who is upright?  Who are the upright people?  

Translate here:   

What does it mean to be upright?  

Translate here:   

As I searched out the matter, it became clear to me… 

Translate here:   

…..that the upright are those whose heart is fixed,…. 

Translate here:   

…..who have a right heart toward God.  

Translate here:   

So before we go on with this subject, we will look at a couple of scriptures. 

Translate here:   

Psalm 7:10 tells us, “The Lord is my shield saving those whose hearts are true and right.”  

Translate here:   

Okay, it says here that God saves people with right hearts. 

Translate here:   

An upright heart is a sure means to get in the “way” of God’s salvation.  

Translate here:   

God’s salvation, his shield, are for those who have hearts that are true and right.  

Translate here:   

Psalm 32:11 says, “Rejoice in the Lord and be glad, you righteous,….
Translate here:   

……sing all you who are upright in heart.”  

Translate here:   

Well here’s a mark of an upright heart.  

Translate here:   

It is filled with praise.  

Translate here:   

It rejoices, so rejoice in the Lord and be glad all you who obey him.  

Translate here:   

Shout for joy all you whose hearts are pure. 

Translate here:   

I know that when my heart is troubled, 

Translate here:   

it is much more difficult for me to praise the Lord, to worship the Lord,…. 

Translate here:   

….but when I’ve carried my burdens to Jesus,…. 

Translate here:   

….when I have confessed my sins, 

Translate here:   

….when I have received forgiveness and my heart is clean,…. 

Translate here:   

…..then I can enter into worship and praise.  

Translate here:   

David said how blessed it is,… for those who sins are forgiven.  Praise the Lord.  

Translate here:   

When you are blessed, you just want to praise him.  

Translate here:   

Psalm 36:10 says, “Pour out your unfailing love on those who love you.  

Translate here:   

Give justice to those with honest hearts.”  

Translate here:   

So here is another benefit to an honest heart. 
Translate here:   

King David said, “Pour out your unfailing love among those who love you,… 

Translate here:   

….for those that have upright hearts.”  

Translate here:   

We are not talking a dribble here. 

Translate here:   

We are not talking a drop.  

Translate here:   

We are talking about having the unfailing love of God POURED out on our lives.  

Translate here:   

What an incredible experience for those that have an upright heart.  

Translate here:   

David also says in Psalm 125, “Do good, O Lord, to those who are good.”  

Translate here:   

And I like the way the Living Testament expresses it.  

Translate here:   

It says, “Whose hearts are in tune with you.”  

Translate here:   

Do good, O Lord, to those who are good, whose hearts are in tune with you.  
Translate here:   

I am reminded of what we shared just a few days ago…. 

Translate here:   

…..about the Lord controlling how the dice fall.  

Translate here:   

He says that the lot is cast by man,…. 

Translate here:   

…..but God determines the fall.  Think about that.  
Translate here:   

Look at all the casinos that are all around the world,…
Translate here:   

…..people gambling today, literally 10’s of 1000’s of people are throwing the dice,…. 

Translate here:   

…..and they are depending on Lady Luck,…. 

Translate here:   

…..and all along, according to the scripture,…. 

Translate here:   

…..the Lord himself is determining how each one of those dice fall.  

Translate here:   

That’s an amazing thought,…. 

Translate here:   

……that God is so deeply, personally involved in every aspect of our life.  

Translate here:   

If we could hold that thought,…. 

Translate here:   

……then we would see the Lord in everything.  

Translate here:   

I stopped in the grocery store the other night….. 

Translate here:   

…..after teaching the word of God in a local prison,….  

Translate here:   

……about acknowledging God in all our ways,…. 

Translate here:   

…..about having our hearts being in tune with God,…. 

Translate here:   

…..about realizing how deeply involved he is with our lives personally…..  

Translate here:   

…..that as I walked through the store…. 

Translate here:   

…..every time I turned into the next aisle,…. 

Translate here:   

…..I thought to myself, is there a divine appointment here?  

Translate here:   

Is there a miracle waiting right around this corner in the store?  

Translate here:   

I had this sense, an awesome sense of His presence. 

Translate here:   

You know, he is involved with everything.  

Translate here:   

I changed my plans the other night regarding going to play basketball.  

Translate here:   

I love to play basketball.  

Translate here:   

I love to feel good, to have my body working properly, to be healthy.  

Translate here:   

It’s a gift that the Lord has given me.  

Translate here:   

I am not a young man anymore.  

Translate here:   

The fact that I can do that is a gift from the Lord.  

Translate here:   

But the other night, I just had a clear leading from the Lord not to go,… 

Translate here:   

….and sure enough, a man came to my house,… 

Translate here:   

….and we ended up talking about the deep things of the Lord. 

Translate here:   

He had deep questions,…. 

Translate here:   

…..and had I not had a heart that was in tune with the Lord, 

Translate here:   

I wouldn’t have been here.  

Translate here:   

And he wouldn’t have had a chance to consider some of these deep questions in his life.  

Translate here:   

So I praise the Lord for being in tune,…. 

Translate here:   

…..for his allowing me to have my heart be in tune with him.  

Translate here:   

The highway of the upright is to depart from evil…

Translate here:   

…..a heart that is right, a heart that is fixed. Alleluia.  

Translate here:   

Well, let’s consider this departing from evil for just a moment.  

Translate here:   

In recent months, I have been meditating on the effects….. 

Translate here:   

…..of what I refer to as both dirty and clean spirits, in my own life and other people’s lives.
Translate here:   

When it says the highway or the path of the upright is to depart from evil,…. 

Translate here:   

….I think it means, to depart from evil or familiar spirits,… unclean spirits.  

Translate here:   

There’s a very revealing statement found in the scriptures.  

Translate here:   

It says when an unclean spirit goes out of a man, it passes through waterless places,…. 

Translate here:   

…..seeking rest, and does not find it.  

Translate here:   

That’s a very interesting scripture.  

Translate here:   

The idea is that this unclean spirit has a life of its own.  

Translate here:   

It’s left the man and now it’s wandering around liking for a place to find a home,…. 

Translate here:   

….and it tells us that if a man has been delivered from an unclean spirit,…. 

Translate here:   

…..and if he hasn’t been filled with the Holy Spirit,….
Translate here:   

……if he hasn’t received a spirit of love from God to replace it…. 

Translate here:   

…..then that unclean spirit comes back and brings 7 more with it,…. 

Translate here:   

…..and the man is worse off than he was before.  

Translate here:   

But the thought here is that this evil, this unclean spirit has a life or an energy of its own. 

Translate here:   

And the highway of the upright is to depart from evil.  

Translate here:   

We are supposed to flee evil.  

Translate here:   

We are supposed to disassociate ourselves from these unclean spirits.  

Translate here:   

Whoever follows that path is safe. 

Translate here:   

He who guards his way, guards his life.  

Translate here:   

How do we guard our way?  

Translate here:   

I believe that we are told how to guard our steps, our way.  

Translate here:   

The Apostle Paul tells Timothy, “If you keep yourself pure,…. 

Translate here:   

….you will be a useful tool that God can use for his purposes.”  

Translate here:   

Your life will be clean…. 

Translate here:   

….and you will be ready for the Master to use you in every good work.  

Translate here:   

Keeping your life pure, fleeing evil,….. 

Translate here:   

…..being conscious of those spirits, those unclean spirits that tempt you,…. 

Translate here:   

….. anger, jealousy, hatered, lust.  

Translate here:   

These are the bad feelings toward other people.  

Translate here:   

Don’t have anything to do with them. 

Translate here:   

Depart from them. 

Translate here:   

The highway of the upright is to depart from evil. 

Translate here:   

He that keeps his way preserves his soul. Alleluia. 

Translate here:   

I pray that you will find that today, 

Translate here:   

that you will find a way within your heart, in tune with the heart of God,…. 

Translate here:   

…..that you’d have an upright heart today.  

Translate here:   

It’s available.  Ask the Lord to give you an upright heart today.  

Translate here:   

Say, God, please fix my heart…. 

Translate here:   

….so that I can walk in this pathway of the upright and have a wonderful eternity.  

Translate here:   

This is Brother Stephen Keel.  This is A Proverb A Day.
