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Translate here:  

Yesterday we began talking about the violent man.  

Translate here:  

Yes, he really is out there,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and yes, he really is attempting to lead us in paths of destruction.  

Translate here:  

I am clearly led, though, to continue to speak on this subject today…. 

Translate here:  

…..because I believe that many hearts were stirred…. 

Translate here:  

…..as they listened to God’s answer for dealing with our enemies. 

Translate here:  

And I think you need more help.  

Translate here:  

I think you need another encouragement.  

Translate here:  

I think you need to hear it again. Hear the word of the Lord.  

Translate here:  

 “Unto You, O Lord, do I lift up my soul.  

Translate here:  

O my God, I trust in You.  Let me not be ashamed.  

Translate here:  

Let not my enemies triumph over me.”  

Translate here:  

That is an altogether righteous prayer.  

Translate here:  

It is a prayer for today.  

Translate here:  

It is a prayer for that problem that you are facing.
Translate here:  

Situations with enemies are not always for a short time. 

Translate here:  

Often these enemies attack us for significant periods of time. 

Translate here:  

There’s a time for peace and there’s a time for war. 

Translate here:  

Well, sometimes the time for war is longer than we would like for it to be. 

Translate here:  

Sometimes we are confronting an enemy not for an hour,… 

Translate here:  

….not for a day, not for a week,…. but for months and even years.  

Translate here:  

That was David’s case, who knew so much about praying regarding his enemies.
Translate here:  

He faced situations that went on month after month, and year after year.  

Translate here:  

That’s one of the reasons why I feel it is so important to continue on this subject today. 

Translate here:  

It’s not something that I can give you an aspirin to take…. 

Translate here:  

….and tell you to go to sleep and wake up and every thing will be fine in the morning.  

Translate here:  

It’s not the way this battle works, when we are dealing with violent men.  

Translate here:  

You see, we got here because it tells us in Proverbs that a man of violence ENTICES his neighbor 

Translate here:  

…..and LEADS him into that which is not good.  

Translate here:  

A man of violence causes us to act in ways that we as Christians should not act.  

Translate here:  

One of the primary things it does is it causes us to seek our own revenge.  

Translate here:  

We want to get back at that person who is getting us.   

Translate here:  

But as we read yesterday, “He is the God who avenges me.”  

Translate here:  

“Vengeance is mine, saith the Lord.”  He is the God that avenges me.  

Translate here:  

If you are a child of God, and if you are the apple of his eye, he will avenge you.  

Translate here:  

This violence will not go on forever and ever.  

Translate here:  

Although it may seem to you right now, as if it is never going to be healed.  

Translate here:  

“Yeah, Brother Steve, you talked yesterday about asking God to rescue us, 

Translate here:  

….and I am still not rescued. It’s still happening.”  

Translate here:  

That doesn’t mean a thing. He is the God who rescues.  

Translate here:  

He is the avenger. He will solve this problem in the time and way he wants to.  

Translate here:  

I think David finally had victory over his enemies,…. 

Translate here:  

…..when he got a right heart toward his enemies, and the right heart toward God.  

Translate here:  

Here is how he felt toward God in Psalm 3. 

Translate here:  

He said, “I am not afraid of 10,000 enemies who surround me on every side.”  

Translate here:  

How did he get that way?  

Translate here:  

How did he get to the place where he was not afraid of 10,000 enemies?   

Translate here:  

He was a man of battle.  He was a man of warfare.  

Translate here:  

You see, he had victory, after victory, after victory.  

Translate here:  

And the battles got larger and larger and larger.  

Translate here:  

This business of battle is a way of life for the Christian. 

Translate here:  

We are involved in what’s referred to as a spiritual warfare.  

Translate here:  

We don’t battle against flesh and blood,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but against principalities and powers in high places,…. 

Translate here:  

…..who incidentally often occupy the body of some flesh and blood individual. 

Translate here:  

That spirit of jealousy, is possibly why he is attacking you today. 

Translate here:  

He may be so uppity and so haughty toward you,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but in fact, chances are he is deeply hurting inside, or she is deeply hurting inside, ….
Translate here:  

…..and this is the way he or she is dealing with her hurt by lashing out at you,…. 

Translate here:  

….by saying hateful and spiteful things to you,…. by being your enemy.  

Translate here:  

Jesus taught us to love our enemies, and to do good to those that despitefully use us. 

Translate here:  

There is a powerful thought here.  

Translate here:  

You see if you have an enemy in the workplace, you have an enemy in your neighborhood. 

Translate here:  

If you have an enemy in your family, if there is someone who is attacking you regularly, 

Translate here:  

…..chances are the reason that person is attacking you is because of the profound spiritual need in their life.  

Translate here:  

There is some unfulfilled part of them that is crying out in pain,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and the way they are dealing with their pain is by causing you pain. 

Translate here:  

I have heard criminals in prison say that they wanted to hurt others because they hurt.  

Translate here:  

Love your enemies.  Do good for them that despitefully use you.  

Translate here:  

That is a powerful, powerful tool in this business of winning spiritual battles.  

Translate here:  

In the meantime we feel often like David.  

Translate here:  

David dealt so much with his enemies. 

Translate here:  

Hear what he said in Psalm 42. 

Translate here:  

“Day and night I have only tears for food,… 

Translate here:  

….while my enemies continually taut me, saying where is this God of yours?”  

Translate here:  

Can you hear what David is saying?  

Translate here:  

Are you one who day and night has only tears for your food?  

Translate here:  

Are you sorely oppressed?  Are you being troubled by real enemies? 

Translate here:  

People? Neighbors? People in the workplace?  People in your family?  

Translate here:  

Have you come to a place like David? He said in Psalm 43,
Translate here:  

“For you are my God, my only safe haven. 

Translate here:  

Why have you tossed me aside?” 

Translate here:  

He got so discouraged, he said, “Lord, you are my God; you are my Savior. 

Translate here:  

But why have you tossed me aside? 

Translate here:  

Why must I wander around in darkness oppressed by my enemies?”  

Translate here:  

That’s a question that David asked.  That’s a question that I’ve asked.  

Translate here:  

That’s a question that you may have asked.  

Translate here:  

Why am I going through this horrible situation?  

Translate here:  

God, why are you letting them do this to me?  

Translate here:  

He is letting them do this to you, because he wants to use you as an agent of love in their live.  

Translate here:  

“Ha, what do you mean, Brother Steve?  
Translate here:  

He wants to use you as a channel of love in the lives of those people that are attacking you.  

Translate here:  

They hurt so bad that they are attacking you, and not only you. 

Translate here:  

They are hurting other people also. 

Translate here:  

Their violence is a badge that they are wearing a sign saying, “I hurt”.  

Translate here:  

I am in pain, and the way I am dealing with my pain is that I am giving you pain.  

Translate here:  

I am bringing you pain.  

Translate here:  

And I am going to make you hurt today because I hurt.  

Translate here:  

If you have an enemy, you are in direct contact with somebody that needs Jesus. 

Translate here:  

That person needs a revelation of the forgiveness that’s available to them in Christ.  

Translate here:  

Pray for your enemies.  Pray for them. 

Translate here:  

When David asked God to rescue him and shatter the power of his enemies,…. 

Translate here:  

….you know, there are two ways to shatter an enemy.  

Translate here:  

One of them is to chop their head off, and the other is to give them a new heart. Alleluia. 

Translate here:  

I know I would like to chop off some heads sometime, but there is a better way. 

Translate here:  

There is a higher way.  There’s the way of the cross.  

Translate here:  

There is the way of the Lord.  Let’s not pray for their heads being chopped off.  

Translate here:  

Let’s pray that their hearts be replaced. 

Translate here:  

Let’s pray that they get a revelation of the fact that God loves them…. 

Translate here:  

……and forgiveness is available for them too.  

Translate here:  

You say, Brother Steve, I can’t do that. 

Translate here:  

This person has wounded me too badly.  

Translate here:  

They have hurt me in places that I don’t think can ever be healed.”  

Translate here:  

I am here to say those places can be healed. 

Translate here:  

There is help for you too,… in Jesus. 

Translate here:  

It is possible for you to forgive. 

Translate here:  

It is possible for you to pray for your enemies, because you are not the one that’s doing it.  

Translate here:  

Christ in you does the work.  He is your only hope of glory. 

Translate here:  

You are dead and your life is hidden with Christ in God.  

Translate here:  

If you are born again, if you are a believer,…. 

Translate here:  

…..if you have received new life in Jesus Christ,…. 

Translate here:  

….then you are simply a tent, a tabernacle, a temple, a vessel.  

Translate here:  

You are simply a container in whom dwells Jesus.  

Translate here:  

Jesus is living inside of you.  

Translate here:  

Jesus demonstrated to us his ability not only to forgive,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but to pray for his enemies as he hung there on the cross.  

Translate here:  

What more despicable act of violence could have been brought against any man,… 

Translate here:  

…..but to convict him wrongly, and have him crucified in his innocence,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and he in his innocence prayed for those who were killing him, while they were killing him.  

Translate here:  

He can do it. 

Translate here:  

He can do it in you.  He can do it through you.  

Translate here:  

And as he does it in you and through you,…. 

Translate here:  

……you will have victory over your enemies,…. 
Translate here:  

……and your enemies can become your friends. Alleluia.  

Translate here:  

“Unto You, O Lord, do I lift up my soul. 

Translate here:  

Let me not be ashamed and let not my enemies triumph over me.”  

Translate here:  

Let that be your prayer today, and have victory in Jesus.

Translate here:
