Today’s Proverb causes us to consider the winked eye.  

Translate here:

The winked eye. What does that mean?  

Translate here:

Have you ever seen someone wink his eye?  

Translate here:

Usually it is some sort of secret communication. 

Translate here:

It says, “I know what you are thinking.  And you know what I am thinking,… 

Translate here:

….and now I am going to wink my eye to you,… as a sign.”  

Translate here:

Now that can occur between a man who is attempting to entice a woman.  

Translate here:

It can occur between parents when they don’t want their children to know something.
Translate here:

But the way that we’re looking at it today is a “wink” that is specifically related to evil.  

Translate here:

In Proverbs 16:30, it says,  “He who winks his eye is plotting perversity. 

Translate here:

He who purses his lips is bent on evil.”  

Translate here:

According to the writer of the book of Proverbs, the winking of the eye is linked to perversity.
Translate here:  

“Perversity” means corruptness, wickedness or disobedience. 

Translate here:

There is some sort of sin associated with the winking of the eye.  

Translate here:

I don’t think it is possible for us to spend a lot of time with only winked eyes and pursed lips,…. 

Translate here:

….but this verse is associated with other verses that we have recently been looking at,… 

Translate here:

…..so let’s consider Proverbs 16:27 through 30 as a group of verses….. 

Translate here:

…..and let’s see if the Lord will speak to us out of these verses. 

Translate here:

Proverbs 16:27 through 30 says, “A scoundrel plots evil.
Translate here:

And his speech is like a scorching fire.  

Translate here:

A perverse man stirs up dissention and gossip separates close friends. 

Translate here:

A violent man entices his neighbors and leads them down a path that is not good.  

Translate here:

He who winks his eye is plotting perversity,… 

Translate here:

…..and he who purses his lips is bent on evil.”  

Translate here:

I believe that these Proverbs are not far from the church.  

Translate here:

They are in the church,….. scoundrels plotting evil, people speaking like tongues of fire, 

Translate here:

…..perverse men stirring up dissention and gossip separating close friends. 

Translate here:

And then there are those that are winking their eye and pursing their lips 

Translate here:

…..to communicate their evil thoughts one to another.  

Translate here:

This, Brothers and Sisters in Christ, does not please the Lord,…. 

Translate here:

….but we have to deal with it. 

Translate here:

We have to live with it.  This is part of the fallen human race. 

Translate here:

There is a deadly weapon in our midst, a most deadly weapon.  

Translate here:

I received this and another comment from a man named Dawkins 

Translate here:

….who preached a sermon on this in 1964. 

Translate here:

These things were so good that I just have to repeat them.  

Translate here:

The most deadly weapon….“I am more deadly than the screaming shell from a Howitzer gun.  

Translate here:

I run without killing.  I tear down homes.  

Translate here:

I break hearts and wreck lives.  

Translate here:

I have no respect for truth or justice, no mercy for the defenseless.  

Translate here:

You will find me in the pews of the pious and the haunts of the unholy.  

Translate here:

I am wily, cunning, malicious and I gather strength with age.  

Translate here:

I make my way where greed, mistrust and dishonor are unknown.  

Translate here:

I feed on good and bad alike.  

Translate here:

My victims are as numerous as the sands of the sea.
Translate here:

 I never forgive and seldom forget.  

Translate here:

My name is “Gossip.”  

Translate here:

Whew!  Is that not true?  Is that not true?  

Translate here:

Gossip attacking the innocent; 

Translate here:

Gossip,….using half-truths to destroy whomever it seeks to destroy!  

Translate here:

Gossip, whisperers, eye-winkers!  

Translate here:

The Lord himself was the subject of gossip, whisperers, and eye winkers.  

Translate here:

Professional whisperers were used to condemn the Lord. 

Translate here:

They share the responsibility of the Lord’s execution.  

Translate here:

You know, they mentioned the fact that he was born out of wedlock.  

Translate here:

….and that he was setting up another kingdom.  

Translate here:

But they were planted in a crowd….  

Translate here:

…..just at the time of the trial, to go around and stir up dissention,… 

Translate here:

…..speaking half-truths in an effort to destroy the Lord Jesus himself.  

Translate here:

Professional whisperers are still among us today.  

Translate here:

I think of the world of politics, how the day before the elections are about to occur,… 

Translate here:

…..and it’s a close election,…. how someone will start a ugly rumor about his opponent,.. 

Translate here:

….and it doesn’t matter that the rumor is not true. 

Translate here:

The whole effort of that ugly rumor is to sway undecided voters,…. 

Translate here:

…and ruthless men use half-truths and rumors to discredit anyone in their way.  

Translate here:

Surely we would not want to be caught up in that activity,…. 

Translate here:

…..that we wouldn’t be among those that are spinning half-truths,…. 

Translate here:

….but it is so easy to get involved, because our ear is tickled…..  

Translate here:

There is something that is enticing about listening to half-truths, …
Translate here:

…..and so we listen to it and we invite others to listen, too.  

Translate here:

We like to get close to certain people….
Translate here:

….because those people have all the juicy tidbits of information.  

Translate here:

They have dug up evil and they actually want to tell us about it… 

Translate here:

….and so we want to listen to them.  

Translate here:

….But how do we feel when we are the object of the gossip?  

Translate here:

What happens when suddenly the stories are about us,… 

Translate here:

….and now we are the subject of the gossip? 

Translate here:

Oh, Oh!  That is a very difficult place to be in.  

Translate here:

It is a very difficult place to be in, but we have a sense of safety though.  

Translate here:

Ultimately truth will come out.  Truth will come out.  

Translate here:

That which was hidden will become known.  

Translate here:

I personally have had the experience of being an object of gossip,… 

Translate here:

….where people were accusing me of things…. 

Translate here:

…..and saying things about my nature and my character and my motives,…. 

Translate here:

….and this went on for some time, and I had to rest.  

Translate here:

I had to rest in the fact that I knew that my Redeemer lives.  

Translate here:

I was not trusting in my integrity.  

Translate here:

I was trusting in God’s protection, and the Lord took care of it.  

Translate here:

He took care of it. He gave me victory over our enemies.  

Translate here:

We saw that yesterday when we talked about the fact that we would trust in the Lord,…. 

Translate here:

….and we could just call out to him, and say O my God, I trust in Thee.  

Translate here:

Let me not be ashamed.  Let not my enemies triumph over me. 

Translate here:

If we are the object of whispering, if we are the objects of gossip,…
Translate here:

….we have a shelter….we have a place that we can go to for protection,… 

Translate here:

….and it’s the Lord Jesus himself, 

Translate here:

He will protect us and keep us from the whisperer and from the gossip. 

Translate here:

The alternative of course is to turn around and gossip back 

Translate here:

….and get involved in the ugly business of spreading half-truths.  

Translate here:

But if we attempt to defend ourselves, then how can the Lord defend us?  

Translate here:

The Lord is our defense. 

Translate here:

The Lord is our rock. 

Translate here:

He is our place of protection.  

Translate here:

He is the One who is able to save, heal and deliver.
Translate here:

Actually I think the answer to gossip is truth. 

Translate here:

Sometimes when half-truths have been spread around too much, it is necessary to bring out truth.  

Translate here:

You know most people don’t come to Jesus because they are afraid of the truth.  

Translate here:

They are afraid that their evil deeds are going to be exposed,…. 

Translate here:

…..but it’s the truth that sets people free.  

Translate here:

Let’s look at John chapter 3 verse 16 through 21.  

Translate here:

John 3:16 is a favorite verse of everybody…. 

Translate here:

We are going to read it here, but let’s go on and read the verses that follow it 

Translate here:

…..that deal with light and truth. 

Translate here:

It says, “Whosoever believes in him shall not perish, but have eternal life. 

Translate here:

For God did not send his son into the world to condemn the world,… 

Translate here:

….but to save the world through him.  

Translate here:

Whoever believes in him is not condemned,…. 

Translate here:

…..for whoever does not believe stands condemned already,…. 

Translate here:

…..because he does not believe in the name of God’s one and only son.  

Translate here:

This is the verdict: light has come into the world….. 

Translate here:

….but men loved darkness instead of light because their deeds were evil.  

Translate here:

Everyone who does evil hates the light and will not come into the light…. 

Translate here:

….for fear that his deeds will be exposed,…. 

Translate here:

….but whoever lives by the truth, comes into the light…. 

Translate here:

….so that it may be seen plainly that what he has done, has been done through God.”  

Translate here:

There we have it, Brothers and Sisters in Christ.  

Translate here:

The best protection from gossip, the best protection from half-truth,…. 

Translate here:

…..the best protection from the whisperer and from the evil man…. 

Translate here:

…..and from the violent man, from a man that winks his eye and purses his lips,…. 

Translate here:

…..the best protection from all of that, is living in truth. 

Translate here:

It is showing us here that if you are NOT living in truth, then you don’t like the light. 

Translate here:

But if you are walking in truth,…. 

Translate here:

….if you have been made the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus,….. 

Translate here:

…..then you do not have to fear the light,…. 

Translate here:

….and when half-truths are told, you can easily go on,…. 

Translate here:

…and let light shine on whatever area is being gossiped about,…. 

Translate here:

….and in the light, and in the truth, there is freedom. Alleluia, Alleluia!  

Translate here:

Let’s be free from the winking of the eye and the pursing of the lips, ….
Translate here:

….and let’s walk in light and truth.

Translate here:
If you are enticed to think about gossip, remember James chapter 3 verse 17. 
Translate here:  
It says, ‘but the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then peaceable, ….

Translate here:  
….gentle, and easy to be entreated,…. full of mercy and good fruits.”
Translate here:  
Think about good things…profitable thoughts.

Translate here:  
Pray for people,….praise the Lord, for his goodness and mercy.
Translate here:
