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Translate here:

For the last two lessons, we have been talking about hoary heads being crowned with glory.  

Translate here:

Remember? A hoary head means white hair.  It is an experienced head.  

Translate here:

I am referring to a white-haired man,…. 

Translate here:  

…..that has walked with the Lord over a period of time in the path of righteousness. 

Translate here:

He gets crowned with glory.  What is it to WALK in the Lord?  

Translate here:

Yesterday we saw it had a lot to do with patience. 

Translate here:

In your patience, possess ye your souls. 

Translate here:

He that rules over his own spirit is better than a mighty warrior, or a person that captures a city.  

Translate here:

You are stronger if you can rule over your own spirit.  

Translate here:

A person that can agree with God and be enabled by the spirit of the Lord….

Translate here:  

…. has more power than a man with a army tank.  

Translate here:

I truly believe that because the Lord has at his fingertips 10’s of 1000’s of angels. 

Translate here:

I am reminded of how Elijah walked into the city,…. 

Translate here:

…..and was in a city and was surrounded by armies,…. 

Translate here:

…..and he sent his servant outside and said what do you see?  

Translate here:

And he said I see the armies all around us here.  

Translate here:

Then he said go outside and look again.  Now what do you see?  

Translate here:

And he said I see an army of angels even bigger surrounding them.  

Translate here:

And the way God dealt with it is that He sent a spirit of blindness on that army,…. 

Translate here:

…..and so Elijah and his servant took that whole army into a fortified city of Israel…. 

Translate here:

….and gave them their eyesight back and said now you are surrounded.  

Translate here:

What are you going to do now?  

Translate here:

You see, the Lord has supernatural power available to the patient man,…. 

Translate here:

…..to the man who is being enabled by the spirit of the Lord.  

Translate here:

He that rules his spirit is more powerful than an army captain.

Translate here:  

 That’s found in Proverbs chapter 16 verse 32. 

Translate here:

…..but verse 33 gives us a clue as to how it is that we can reasonably be patient.  

Translate here:

We have to have a reason for being patient.  

Translate here:

Is there anything about the nature of God that in any way enables us or makes it possible for us to be patient?  

Translate here:

I believe there is and I believe the answer is seen in Proverbs chapter 16:33.  

Translate here:

Hear the word of the Lord. “The lot is cast into the lap,…. 

Translate here:

…..but its every decision is from the Lord.”  

Translate here:

The New Living Testament says, “We may throw the dice, but the Lord determines how they fall.”  

Translate here:

The New American Standard says, “The lot is cast into the lap, but its every decision is from the Lord.”  

Translate here:

There are 2 parts to this verse that I want to look at today.  

Translate here:

I want to look at the “lot” or the dice that are rolled,… 

Translate here:

…..and I want to look at the control that the Holy Spirit has over the casting of the lot.  

Translate here:

The New Living Testament says, “We may throw the dice, but the Lord determines how they fall.”  

Translate here:

As I have thought about this, it’s had an impact on my ability to be patient.  

Translate here:

Yesterday I told the story about having to be ready for a UPS truck ….
Translate here:

….that was going to pick up some things at my place of business,…. 

Translate here:

…..and I ruled over my spirit because the Lord’s had me preaching on ruling over my spirit,…. 

Translate here:

….so I have got to do what I preach about,….. 

Translate here:

……so I was tempted to be irritable and impatient, but I overcame that temptation,…. 

Translate here:

….and 4 minutes before the truck arrived, I was ready.  

Translate here:

And when the truck arrived, the driver told me that he tried to be there an hour earlier… 

Translate here:

….but he ran into roadblocks that kept him from being there.  

Translate here:

I believe that those roadblocks were put up by the Lord himself.  

Translate here:

Man throws the dice, but God determines how they fall.  

Translate here:

Why am I content to be patient?  It’s a reasonable thing to do.  

Translate here:

I serve a living Savior who controls how the dice fall. 

Translate here:

Jesus tells us that not a sparrow falls to the ground that he is not aware of it…..  

Translate here:

…..and the very hairs on our head are counted.  

Translate here:

We serve a God who is interested in the details of our life.  

Translate here:

He is watching us.  He’s there. He is an ever-present help in times of trouble,…. 

Translate here:

…..and when I am being tempted to being impatient, the spirit of the Lord would say 

Translate here:

….why don’t you wait patiently on the Lord? 

Translate here:

Why don’t you trust the Lord? 

Translate here:

…..stand firm and see the salvation of the Lord, because that’s God’s way.  

Translate here:

Because the reason that salvation is likely to come, is he’s watching every detail of our life.  

Translate here:

He is involved in every detail of our life, so we can be patient, because he is for us.  

Translate here:

He is not against us.  We can be patient.  

Translate here:

We serve a loving, living Savior.  

Translate here:

Let’s look at the “lot” for a minute.  

Translate here:

I found some interesting things about the “lot”.  

Translate here:

We saw the lot in the New Testament.  

Translate here:

You remember when they crucified Jesus, they parted his garment by casting lots… 

Translate here:

….that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet: 

Translate here:

….they parted my garments among them, and of my vesture they did cast lots.  

Translate here:

One of those soldiers won the roll of the dice and was given the garment of Jesus.  

Translate here:

I believe that even though he participated in the crucifixion of Jesus, …
Translate here:

…..that having won or received that garment would have an everlasting and profound impact upon his life.  

Translate here:

I’ve read some other stories about the men that were at the foot of the cross,… 

Translate here:

….that although they crucified him, …
Translate here:

….they became convinced that he was the Son of God… 

Translate here:

….and were born again, entering into the kingdom of God.  

Translate here:

Why should that surprise us, because you know you and I have crucified Christ also?  

Translate here:

Our sins, our rebellion, our rejection of the wisdom of God are the very reasons he hung on the cross. 

Translate here:

We crucified him too, just as surely as those men that rolled the dice and parted his garments among them,…. 

Translate here:

…..and some of them got his garments,…. 

Translate here:

…..and I believe that it changed them entirely and profoundly. 

Translate here:

Now David said, “The Lord is the portion of my inheritance and of my cup.
Translate here:

You maintain my LOT….  

Translate here:

I received the Lord.  Lord, you alone are my inheritance, my cup of blessing.  

Translate here:

You guard all that is mine.  The land that you have given me is a pleasant land.  

Translate here:

What a wonderful inheritance!”  

Translate here:

Now what I want you to see here is there’s a connection between the inheritance and the lot.  

Translate here:

In the Old Testament, when they were dividing up the lands between the children of Israel, …..
Translate here:

……after they came out of Egypt, after Moses parted the Red Sea,….. 

Translate here:

….and pharaoh’s army drowned and they wandered in the wilderness,…. 

Translate here:

…..they had to decide who was going to get what land,…. 

Translate here:

…so in Numbers and other places, it tells us. 

Translate here:

It says, “give the larger tribes more land and the smaller tribes less land,…. 

Translate here:

…..each group’s inheritance reflecting the size of its population.  

Translate here:

Make certain that you assign the land by LOT……. 

Translate here:

…….and divide the inheritance of each ancestral tribe by means of census listings. 

Translate here:

Each inheritance must be assigned by LOT among the larger and the smaller groups.”  

Translate here:

Well, they rolled the dice to decide who was going to get what land.  

Translate here:

But Proverbs tells us that when the dice were rolled, God already knew in advance.  

Translate here:

This was just a way of finding out what God’s purpose was for them,…. 

Translate here:

……so that the inheritance, the land that they got was divided by lot.  

Translate here:

There are some people in the community that we live in who have a tobacco allotment.  

Translate here:

Oh that is interesting.  That’s land, isn’t it?  Tobacco allotment….

Translate here:

…..that’s land, and the word “lot” is right in the middle of that whole word “allotment”,... 

Translate here:

….and it seems like the lot had to do with dice,…. 

Translate here:

……but you know most of the people who have a tobacco allotment didn’t earn it.  

Translate here:

It came to them usually by inheritance.  

Translate here:

Usually they got it from their mother or their father,…. 

Translate here:

……so these laws of inheritance are still functioning by LOT in our community.  

Translate here:

God determined who was born into that family by lot…. to get that land…. to get that income that comes from that tobacco allotment.  

Translate here:

Another meaning for “lot” is “position” which includes more than land. 

Translate here:

We are giving different “positions” or “lots” in life by God?  

Translate here:

The Lord determines that position or casts that lot.
Translate here:

He decides when and where we are born, if we are man or woman, and what language we speak.

Translate here:

David said, “My LOT has been cast in pleasant places.”  

Translate here:

He could also say that sometimes it wasn’t so pleasant. 

Translate here:

David experienced both the goodness and the severity of the Lord. 

Translate here:

All of his lots were in the hands of God.  

Translate here:

God is not against us.  He is for us.  

Translate here:

If the lot that you got doesn’t look good,…
Translate here:

….it’s only because the Lord has a plan for turning it into something that you couldn’t have been otherwise.  

Translate here:

Look at the lot, Jesus got.  

Translate here:

He was crucified when he was innocent.  

Translate here:

You might think you got a bad lot.  

Translate here:

But look again at the lot Jesus got, …he was crowned with a crown of glory.  

Translate here:

His crucifixion was used to usher him to the throne where he was the King of Kings.  

Translate here:

These are some things to think about.

Translate here:
