….that come about in the lives of both the evil and the righteous people.

Now I know for some, that that was a very difficult thing to listen to….

….because it made us think about things we didn’t want to necessarily think about.  

Translate here:  

But I believe the Lord did lead us a little closer to knowledge of God as a result of that.

Today our subject is a little bit lighter, but nonetheless important.  

Translate here:  

The book of Proverbs is extremely practical,…. 

Translate here:  

….and we’ll find ourselves talking about such things as simply being good parents. 

Translate here:  

That is particularly what we are going to look at today.  

Translate here:  

But there’re more references to the fruit of our tongue,… 

Translate here:  

….and we even have an interesting study coming up on bribery.  

Translate here:  

The Bible talks about bribery,… 

Translate here:  

…..and it has some things to say about giving bribes that you may not have expected it to say,…
Translate here:  

We have got more to come in the future about this.  
Translate here:  

But right now let’s look at Proverbs chapter 17 verse 6. 

Translate here:  

It tells us that children’s children are the crown of old men.  

Translate here:  

Well, that let’s us know something.  

Translate here:  

We are talking about children and talking about fathers,…. 

Translate here:  

…..but I am not sure we are clear, exactly what it is referring to here yet,…. 

Translate here:  

…..so let’s look into another translation.  

Translate here:  

It tells us in the New International Version that children’s children are a crown to the aged,…. 

Translate here:  

…..and parents are the pride of their children.  

Translate here:  

Well the Living Bible really clears it up.  

Translate here:  

It simply says that an old man’s grandchildren are his crowning glory.  

Translate here:  

A child’s glory is his father.  A child’s glory is his father.  

Translate here:  

I heard it said recently that up until a time children are about 10 years of age,…. 

Translate here:  

…..they don’t believe that their father can do anything wrong. 

Translate here:  

You see, up until they are about 10 years of age,…. 

Translate here:  

….they don’t have enough information to know much about right and wrong; 

Translate here:  

…and the way God created us, we revere naturally, and respect our fathers….. 

Translate here:  

……unless we find out over a period of time after about 10 years of age,….

Translate here:  

…..that our fathers were doing things they should not have been doing.  

Translate here:  

What this means is that the father’s example to the child is exceedingly important,…. 

Translate here:  

……because the child is learning what it is like to become an adult. 

Translate here:  

They look to the mother as well as the father, but here the father is specifically mentioned.  

Translate here:  

A grandchild will be the crowning glory of a grandfather,….

Translate here:  

….. especially if the grandfather has set a good example,…. 

Translate here:  

…..because if he hasn’t set a good example and his children are failures,… 

Translate here:  

…..perhaps in trouble with the law,…. 

Translate here:  

….then it is likely that he won’t consider those grandchildren to be his glory. 

Translate here:  

But as we will see today, if they are not his glory, it is probably his own fault,…. 

Translate here:  

…..because of the example that he failed to set for them when they were growing up.  

Translate here:  

This verse tells us that essentially grandchildren are supposed to be the glory of the grandfather,…. 

Translate here:  

……and it also tells us that children consider their father to be their glory. 

Translate here:  

Children are looking to their father for an example. 

Translate here:  

They are looking to their father to find out what is the way to live.  

Translate here:  
Translate here:  

I am going to lift up a very high standard here. 

Translate here:  

In the light of the great breakdown of the family unit in America today…. 

Translate here:  

…..where we are not even certain that a family consists of a father and a mother anymore…

Translate here:  

…..people trying to redefine what constitutes a family.
Translate here:  

Maybe 2 women living together can constitute a family….

Translate here:  

…..in the light of such confusion about definition of the family. 

Translate here:  

I think a clear statement about what a Godly father looks like, is a welcomed thing.  

Translate here:  

Let me read to you a description of a Godly man and consequently a Godly father.  

Translate here:  

It is found in Psalms 112.  It tells us, 

Translate here:  

“Praise the Lord, for all who fear God and trust in him are blessed beyond expression.”  

Translate here:  

Now this Godly father is going to be blessed beyond expression…. 

Translate here:  

…..because he fears and trusts in God.  

Translate here:  

“Yes, happy is the man who delights in doing his commands.”  

Translate here:  

This father that we are lifting up to this high place is a man who does what the Lord says.  

Translate here:  

He doesn’t just believe it.  He doesn’t just have theological knowledge about it,….
Translate here:  

….but it says he DOES IT….happy is the man who delights in doing the commandments of God.”  

Translate here:  

And then it tells us, “His children shall be honored everywhere,…. 

Translate here:  

……for a good men’s sons have a special heritage.”  Good men!  Their sons….

Translate here:  

……they have a special heritage.  Their children will be honored everywhere. 

Translate here:  

You see our roll as disciples of the Lord Jesus Christ don’t only have an impact on us,…. 

Translate here:  

……but they affect our children, and our children’s children.  

Translate here:  

This is a high standard. Listen to this description. 

Translate here:  

It says, “He himself shall be wealthy and his good deeds will never be forgotten.  

Translate here:  

When darkness overtakes him, light will come bursting in.” Alleluia!  

Translate here:  

This man, this Godly father that is going to have grandchildren that are a crown to him. 

Translate here:  

He is kind and merciful, ….

Translate here:  

….and all goes well for the generous man who conducts his business fairly.  

Translate here:  

Such a man will not be overthrown by evil circumstances.  

Translate here:  

God’s constant care of him will make a deep impression on all who see it.”  

Translate here:  

This man whose children consider him to be their glory,…. 

Translate here:  

……this man, who when he becomes aged and has grandchildren,….. 

Translate here:  

….they are jewels in his crown, that are his crown of glory. 

Translate here:  

This man…. “doesn’t get upset when bad things happen,…. 

Translate here:  

…..because he does not fear bad news nor live in dread of what may happen.  

Translate here:  

But he is settled in his mind that Jehovah will take care of him. 

Translate here:  

That is why he is not afraid but can calmly face his foes.  

Translate here:  

He gives generously to those in need and his deeds shall never be forgotten.  

Translate here:  

He will have influence and honor.”  Praise the Lord! What a standard.  

Translate here:  

Oh, that the Lord would raise up Godly men in this country today…. 

Translate here:  

……that it could be said about them that they are not afraid of bad news,….. 

Translate here:  

……that could be said about them that they do the commands of God.  

Translate here:  

Oh, if these men are raised up and they live in this manner,…. 

Translate here:  

…..then the fact is that they will have grandchildren who will be a crown to them,…. 

Translate here:  

……and they will have children who will consider them to be their glory.  

Translate here:  

A child’s glory is his father, it tells us.  

Translate here:  

Well I wished that it were so, but unfortunately we have fathers that don’t meet this standard. 

Translate here:  

We have fathers that in some cases are absent from the home,…..

Translate here:  

…… that the children don’t even know who they are.  

Translate here:  

Oh, what a sad thing.  But for you fathers who are home,…. 

Translate here:  

…..here is a mistake that I have made….. 

Translate here:  

……that I can say to you that the Bible tells you not to make this mistake. 

Translate here:  

It is found in 2 places in the New Testament.  In Ephesians chapter 6 verse 4, 

Translate here:  

It says, “And now a word to you parents, don’t keep on scolding and nagging your children,….

Translate here:  

……making them angry and resentful.  

Translate here:  

Rather bring them up in the loving discipline the Lord himself approves with suggestions and Godly advice.”  

Translate here:  

That is pretty good information.  

Translate here:  

It’s telling us that we are not supposed to scold and make our children angry and resentful.” 

Translate here:  

The same concept is repeated in Colossians chapter 3 verse 21.  

Translate here:  

“Fathers, don’t scold your children so much that they become discouraged and quit trying.”  

Translate here:  

I think that parents that scold their children too much, maybe were scolded themselves,… 

Translate here:  

…..and now they have finally got the chance to do it back,…. 

Translate here:  

…..so they are doing it to their own children, 

Translate here:  

…..and even though it didn’t particularly help them, they are doing it anyhow.  

Translate here:  

It’s a sad thing, and unfortunately for them, it may not be said about them that their grandchildren are a crown.  

Translate here:  

Because if they alienated their children, 

Translate here:  

if they made their children angry by provoking them to wrath, by scolding them too much,….. 

Translate here:  

…..then they can’t take advantage of this declaration in Proverbs chapter 17 verse 6….. 

Translate here:  

…..where it says that grandchildren are the CROWN of old men. 

Translate here:  

I think we call them “GRANDchildren”because they are supposed to be grand.

Translate here:  

Grandchildren are supposed to be the crown of old men.  

Translate here:  

Psalm 127 tells us, “Unless the Lord builds the house, the builder’s work is in vain.  

Translate here:  

Unless the Lord protects a city, sentries do no good.”  

Translate here:  

Then it goes on and tells us, “Children are a gift from God. They are his reward. 

Translate here:  

Children born to young men are like sharp arrows to defend him.  

Translate here:  

Happy is the man who has his quiver full of them.  

Translate here:  

That man shall have the help he needs when arguing with his enemies.”  

Translate here:  

Well if children are a gift from God, we best set the right example for them.  

Translate here:  

We should try as much as possible by the grace of God with Christ working in us,….
Translate here:  

….and we must avoid scolding our children and provoking them to wrath,….
Translate here:  

…..because children are a gift from God.  

Translate here:  

Happy is the man who has his quiver full of them.

Translate here:

Malachi chapter 4 in the last verse in the Old Testament, says this,….

Translate here:

 …..“He, that is God, will turn the hearts of the fathers to the children and the hearts of the children to the fathers.” 

Translate here:

That is a prophecy for the last days.  Oh, how we need that in the world today.
